“THE OREGON PLAN.”

Ilhnois oitizens would do well to
give oconsideration to the “‘Oregon
plan’* of enablivg voters 1o express on
eleotion day their preference for United
States senator. Unpder the Illinois
direot-primary law the party voter
hevoeforth will be permitted at pri
mary eleotions to indicate his ohoice
among the different candidates of bis
party. The Oregon plen goes further,
giviog the voter on election day the
right of choioe among the candidatea
of all parties,

Oregon hald ite state elcotion last
Mouday avd the Republicans were
gonerally suocoessful. The legislature
will be largely republican oo joint
tallot. Uunder ordinary vironmstanoes
this would be expeoted to insure the
oleotion of a reputlioan as United
States seuntor. At Moonday's eleotion,
bowever, Oregon’s popular governor,
Mr., Obamberlain, the Demooratio
onndidale for United States senator,
received about 1,000 more votea than
Mr. Cake, the Republican aspirant for
that office. It is probable, therefore,
that Governor Obhamberlain will be
ohosen by the Republican legislatore
to represent Oregon in the eenate.

The legislature, of conrse, is wot
legully bound to act in acoordance with
the popular desire as expressed at the
polls last Mouday. By the constita-
tion of: the United States the legiala-
ture is mude the agenoy for choosing
senators and therefore from a legal
point of view it is free to follow its
own inolinations in the matter, regard-
less of any restraints imposed by pop-
ular opinion, however manifested. A
mujority of the newly-eleoted mem-
ters of the Oregon logistlature, how-
ever, pledged thomselves before elec-
tion to oboocse as senator the candidate
reoeiving the largest popular vote for
that office.

Auy state can put the Oregon plan
into operation by enacting a law pro-
viding that the names of the varions
oandidates for senator may be placed
on the bullot to be voted on eleotion
day. Ita sucoessful operatipn, how-
ever, requires in addition a publicsen-
timent whioh will oblige candidates

for the legislature lo pledge thewselves

in good faith to oarry out the popular
will as expressed at the eleotion.

The direeF advantage of this plan is
that it #ables the people actually to
choose their representatives in the na-
tional senate. There is an indirect
benefit which probably will prove even
more important. If the voters choose
the senator they will feel free to ocast
their ballots with little regard to par-
isan bip when supporting candidates
for (he legislatnre. No voter then will
snpport an noworthy aspirant for leg-
islative office on the ground that his
Encoess 18 vpecessary to the eleotion of
a partioular man as United States sen-
ator.—Cbicago News.

MONEY DRAIN FROM OREGON.

It is not only Oregon, bat all other
states, in a greater or less degree, that
are being drained by the eastern life
inpurance compavies. Aocording to
& statement made before the ‘150,000
clak' of Spokane recently, the psople
of Washington are apnually sendiog
away $10.000,000 for ivsurance, more
than $10 for every person in the state,
or two fifthe of the value of its great
wheat orop last year.

The people of Alabama, gstimates
the Birmingbam Age-Herald, sent out
last year a like amonnt for insurance,
$10,000,000, and recsived in paid losses
aod matured policies ;a.vsl,us-. a
premium to Wall street of over £8,000,-
000 in one year. In other of the
southern and western states the record
is muoh the same. But, the Age.
Herald says, ‘“the bome life insurance
companies are gainiog groond. There
is po better way to keep sonthern sav-
ingsat home than by promotiug in
every possible way the businesa of the
home companies. The soandals of
three years ago in the big New York
ocompanies boosted the bome com-
panies, and the bope is that they will
be honestly and intelligently managed
until they are able to serve the entire
souch. This consummation would cut
oif one great drain of southern money. "’

This applies to Oregon, and to all
states remote from New York. Wby
not stop this drain of money to that
oity? In thisconnection, though there
ia really no direot relation between the
two oases, the Spokane Spokesman-
Reviow depreoates the faot that ‘‘on
top of that we are sending away ad-
ditional milliong for dairy produots,
millions for packing-house products
and still more millions for eastern
manufaotures. Onbly a state of extra-
ordinary wealth and resources counld
endure this drain, These are spend-
thrift methods, and if they are not
gbandoned we shall have to pay & hard
penalty. The world is takiog the
cream of our mineral wealth, our for-
est resources and the fertility of our
matobless soil. We are in an era of
riotous waste of our marvelous natugal
regouroes, '’

This also appiles to Oregon. This
state, too, is sending away millions
annually for products that it ought to
raise at bome. Of dairy and meat
products, poultry and eggs, at lesst,
this state should produce all it ocn-
sumes and bhave a surplos for export,
Oregon will never seo ‘‘her own wings"’
sufficiently until she does this. In
these ways the outflow of Oregon
money that never comes bnok oan be
gradually decreased, and millions now
annually sent away can be utilized in
the development of our resouroces and
the building up of Oregon industries
—Portland Journal,

COMING INTO OUR OWN.

The official photographer for Sunset
Magazine, who has been taking pic-
tures in the east end of the county for
the past week, has discovered some fine
illustrations of the produotiveness of
Umatilla county soil and bas laid bare
some exosllent opportunites for poor
men to make a start and establish a
home guiokly.

One apple orobard in the east end of
the coonty which bas never been
known to any one outside of a few
neighbors and of whioh but little care
bas been taken, last year netted the
owner $800 per mcre in fine winter
apples,

A vineyard of whioh perbaps no oune
in Pendleton ever heard yields $500
per acre every year. The vines are as
strong and thrifty as those of any of
the California vineyards and produce
almost as well, altbough this country
ie not ndvertised as a giape distriot.

Another thing revealed by the ocamera
in the east end of the county was an
orohard of peach trees averaging atont
O years old, with 160 trees to the aore,
which last year notted the owner #8
per tree or $480 per aore.

Another unknown resource found by
the same oamera was u fleld of three
aores of young strawberry plants which
last year netted the prond owner $310
per acre. This vear it will do better.

Aund then the best part of the story
ia that bundreds of acres of the sawe
kiod of land which is produciog these
apples, grapes, peaches and straw-
berries oan yet be purohased at prices

aocoording to loontion,

Any poor man can seonre a small
tract of it. He can find work to sup-
port bis family while his berries or
peaoh tiess mie coming to maturity
and before be knows it, so to speak,
be can bave a Gpe income and a good
home established.

There are thousand of such opportu-
nitiea in this rich section of the state.
No veed for bomeseekers to pass Uma-
tilla conuty. 7There is something here
for every olass of homesecker. All
that is needed is to make the home-
seoker know it.—East Oregonian.
