Street from Pacific Avenue to First
Avenue, will be found on another
page in this issue. Remonstrance
will be heard on Wednesday evening,
March 3rd, if any there be, but the
indications are there wll be none of
consequence this spring as the paving
is wanted by a vast majorty en all
the proposed streets and avenues
above mentioned. This, with the pav-

ing now in progress will bring the
total for this season up to 81 blocks.
