BIG TORNADO
HITS NEBRASKA

Twister Wrecks 22 Houses and
Kills Ten People.

All Wires Down; Damage in Coun-
try Not Known —Many In-
jured by Wreckage.

Seward, Neb, — A tornado which
took a toll of ten lives, injured 30-0dd
persons and destroyed more thana
third of the town passed through Sew-
ard shortly before 6 o'clock Thursday
night.

Twenty-two residences,
several of the best in the town, were
entirely destroyed and many more
were partially wrecked, but the busi-
ness portion of the place did not suffer
greatly.

The {tornado formed northwest of
the city and swept across the country,
taking many buildings along its
course, It struck the western or resi-
dence portion of the town of Seward
and swepl everything in its path clear.
It eame on the town so suddenly that
anly part of the people had opportuni-
ty to run to cellars or other places of
refuge, Those killed generally were
ecaught in the wreckage of their homes,
which were crushed to pieces like egg-
shells.

The tornado, after passing through
Seward, continued on its eourse to the
northeast, doing great damage to rural
homes, Reports say that the towns of
Lushton, Grafton, Utiea and MeCool
were in the path of the twister, but
all wire communication to those points
was destroyed.

An appeal was sent to Lincoln be-
fore the one remaining telephone wire
was lost, for physicians and undertak-
ers, and they left on a freight train at
10:30 p. m.

Reports from surrounding sections
indieate that the effects of the tornado
were felt over a wide range of terri-
tory, but until telephone communica-
tion i restored the number of casuul-
ties will not be known.

The tornado was followed in Seward
by & hail and rain storm.

GOVERNOR'S ANSWER IS ““NO”

Johnson Stands Firmly Upon Right
to Exclude Aliens.

Sacramento, Cal.-— Governor John-
son's finnl answer to the request of the
Federal government that he withhold
his signature from the Webb alien
land bill was telegraphed to Secretary
Bryan at Washington, and in sub-

| stance amounts to a ecourteous but un-

equivoeal “*no."”

After making this statement and
signing and sending the message, the
governor went out to the ball game
and spent the afternoon. He intima-
ted that he did not expect any further
word from Washington.

By the text of his reply, which was
made public as soon as it was dis-
pateched, Governor Johnson feels it his
duty to approve the action of the leg-
islature. His message to the secreary
of state not only affirms the right of
the state to enact a law barring Asis-
ties from ownership in land, but also
defends the public poliey of sucha
measure, citing the vote on the Webb
bill as proof of the demand for such an
act in California.

With the eending of the telegram
the controversy over the hill is at an
end, so far us the California adminis-
tration is concerned. Governor John-
son has until June 16 in which to sign
the act, and in the normal course of
events it will become & law at the ex-
piration of 90 days from the closing of
the legislature, or on August 10 next.

Mexicans Like to Be Prisoners.

El Paso, Tex.—American soldiers at
Fort Bliss are engaged more in pre-
venting Mexicans from becoming pris-
oners than in detaining the 200-0dd
federal soldiers already held at the
Texas army post. A report that many
of the Mexican soldiers had escaped
from the prison led to a count, which
showed that there were six more pris-
oners than originally were transported
here from Naco, Arizona. The recent
altering of the prisoners’ mess from
regular meals to blaek beans is eredit-
ed with the popularity of detention.

TRAIN DITCHED;
FOUR KILLED

Speeding 0.-W. R. & N. Leaves
Track Near Tacoma,

Smoker is Telescoped by Steel Bag-
gage Car—Seven Injured—
Rails Spread.

Tacoma—Four are dead and seven
are injured as the result of the derail-
ment of Oregon-Washington local No,
362, bound from Portland to Seattle,
near the Montamara Festo racetrack
grandstand at Lakeview, a few miles
south of Tacomn, Monday after
noon, The train was ditched while
speeding nt 65 miles an hour over n
perfeéctly level stretch of track.

All of thoee killed were riding in
the smoking car in the forward three
scats, and were erushed beneath the
steel baggage couch, which jammed
its way 12 feet into the smoker. The
remains were not recovered by the
wrecking crew until after four hours
of hard work.

Although officials of the Northern
Pacific railroad, which owns the track,
and of the Oregon-Washington Rail-
road & Navigation company, were on
the seene shortly after it happened
and made an investigation that lasted
all afternoon they were unable defin-
itely to state the cause. Genera! Su-
perintendent Richards, of the North-
ern Pacifie, said the probable cuuse
was a spreading rail,
| The engine and eight cars left the
track, the engine plowing its way 200
feet before it turned over on its side
and was buried five feet in the earth.

Engineer Dunlap eseuped uninjured
as did his fireman.
