En. Globb : For the benefit of your
many readers who are likely to be dam

aged by squirrels next season, I give my
modus operandi in destroying them,
which I believe is the best yet known
I speak from my experience last spring:

Owing to the lateness of the spring
and the frequent snowfall, it was very
easy to find their holes in tne snow, and
making my rounds after the snow fell,

dropping a little of the poison wherever
squirrel tracks were found, and after re
peating this five or six times, I found

that not a single corn or cabbage plant
was damaged and very little (train de

stroyed. The little pests must lie "nip-
ped in the bud j" after they get a start
it is next to impossible to exterminate
them.

The squirrels make their apearance
about the middle of March, and in some
favored localities they do not hole-u- p

until about the middle of August. They
do the most damage in July, before the
grain is thoroughly ripe, when poison is
of little, if any, use and when the grass
and grain is so tall that the shotgun is
of little effect in killing 'them. .There-
fore, use your poison early, and don't be
fooled by thinking because there seems
so few it is not worth bothering about
them; they multiply with a rapidity
that is astonishing. Another reason for

beginning early is that the dead squir
rels are eaten by their survivors.

I prefer strychnine, especially in wet
weather. One dollar's worth is suff-
icient for 320 acres if judiciously used.
I mix it as follows: Take a quart can
and put into it pint of molasses,
pulverized strychnine about one-sixt- h

of an ounce of an ounce will
make about 6 quarts) after mixing the
syrup and poison thoroughly. Stir it in
corn meal, graham or shorts ; but not
corn meal alone, as it will not stick to-

gether. Make it as stiff as you can with
an old knife, then drop a piece the size
of a bean in each hole, repeating as of-

ten as you see signs of life.
By following the above directions, I

am satisfied yonr labor will be amply re-

warded and the county saved from a
great deal of annoyance and needless ex-

pense. Hoping my few remarks will

prove of some benefit to my brother far-

mers, I subscribe myself, Farmbb.
