Many a farmer has
learned in the Grange how to Lest culti-
vate his land so as to enable him to ob-

tain the largest product at the least ex-

pense. He has learned In the Grange
and by reading his Grange paper, which,
perhaps, formerly he did not take, the
best mode of rearing stock and improv-
ing their breed. He has learned from
the Grange debates the distinction be-

tween true and false economy, and to
practice the former and avoid the latter.

It is admitted that Oregon has the

We hope
that our present legislature will com-

Chieftain, and enact a new law that will
cause all property to be assessed at its
true cash value to pay for the protec-
tion its owner enjoys. We also hope
that the law will be so plain that such a
senseless body as a "board of equaliza-
tion will be unnecessary, and that there
will be no loop-hol- e made for the wealthy
to escape taxation by "exemption for
indebtedness."

Senator Steiwer's bill for the protec-
tion of stock raisers provides that the
branded , hklo must be shown with
slaughtered animals offered for sale to
butchers, and the butcher must keep a
record of the brands, not only of such
purchases, but also of the animals by
him slaughtered. There are penalties of

imprisonment provided for trading un-

bonded cattle, killing, animals of un-

known ownership, and mutilating artifi

auouin run n me amount aa auou aa poaaioie.

The Bohemian Mines.

Condon, Jan. 16th.
Ed. Glome : It may interest your read

ers to leant something about these gold
mines, which promise to rival the great:
California mines of '49.

The Bohemian mines, several claims
of which I own, are situated on the di
vide between the headwaters of the
Umpqua aad the Willamette, in both
Lane and Douglas counties, 40 miles
southeast of Cottage Grove. Tbey were
first discovered about 25 years ago, and
were prospected with aS-stam- p mill,
but the result was not satisfactory and
they were temporarily abondoned. But
within the last couple of years, work on
them has been renewed and some rich
discoveries made, the assay of some of
the ore reaching several thousand dol-

lars to the ton.
Two quartz mills are running there

now at full blast, and several inore'wjll
be put in as soon as spring opens. In
one week a stamp there recently
cleaned up $3000.

While at Cottage Grove two weeks
ago I learned that about 60 men are at
work in the mines this winter, getting
out ore ready for crushing in the spring.
There are also some valuable placer dig-

gings, known as "Steam Boat," a tribu-

tary of the North Umpqua, where a
number of my old neighbors are at work
and making fair wages. These are situ-

ated about 8 miles southwest of the Bo-

hemian mines.
My opinion is that the Bohemian

mines contain some as rich ore as can be
found anywhere. Nearly every man in
Cottage Grove has a showcase full of

samples of rich ore, and I tell you it
produces a pleasing sight to "Old Cul's"
eagle optics. It is my intention to go
back in the spring and develop my mines
and locate others.
Cottage Grove is headquarters for these

mines and bids fair to be a great city in
the near future. In conclusion I wish to
state emphatically that "Old Cul is
strictly in it."
