OF INTEREST TO SHEEPMEN.

The following letter, written by
T. K. Hastings, manager of Hast-

ings' Wool Scouring Mills, Aurora,
111., to John Haddock, is .well

worthy of consideration by our
sheepmen. However, as the new

scouring mill at Pendleton will

6oon be in operation, it doubtless
would be more to the interest of
our sheepmen to patronize the
Jhome institution. He writes:
Mr. JorN'Maddock, Condon, Or.

Dear Sir: Your favor dated
March 11th is at hand. There is
not any question that growers have
been deceived terribly about the
disposal of their wool. Shrinkages
have been put altogether too high.
It was this and other such treat;
ment that induced us to go direct
to the grower for wool and without
any unnecessary expense having
been incurred. We have quite a

fight on our hands with the com- -

mission houses who do not wish to
see us succeed in our new departure.
We will. scour any quantity of wool

sent here from one pound up. It
would not be a bad idea for you or

your e ghbors to send samples of

your wool here to be scoured. It
would take a long time for one or.
two bags to get here by freight.
Why not take a sample from the
wool drawing it from different
fleeces, say 5 to 10 lbs, and send it
by express? We would scour and
write you the shrinkage, grades,
also what it would net you at home.
In so doing you would be at Jess

expense and would get you inform-

ation as acurately and much
quicker.

We enclose you our circular,
which gives full particulars and
what each grade sells at. One

great saving is, that the wool need
not be tied up. It should be

wrapped up and put right into the
sack. Growers who scoured last
year are going to again this.

-
Thts""year--"w- e " will inaugurate"

scoured wool sales in Chicago,
similar to the great wool auction
sales at London, Eng., Melbourne,
Sidney and Adalaide, Australia.
These sales will occur periodically
(probably monthly), and we shall
dispose of all our scoured wools,
unless ordered to the contrary by
shipper. Manufacturers from all
parts of the country will thus be

attracted, and with the ponsequent
competition for scoured wools, the
bidding must result in the highest
market prices. The American Sheep
Breeder has consented to witness
all sales and will report0 fully on
each lot of their columns. It is
surprising that this manner of dis- -

losing of scoured wools has been so

ong delayed, it having been the
method in all great foreign wool
markets for years. Not only can
returns be made quickly (cash sales
only) but expense saved in interest,
freight and commission. .

Our charge for sorting, scouring
and selling is 2 cents per grease
pound, and covers all expense to
hipper except freight to Aurora.

On burry, seedy, strawy or cotted
wools an extra charge of one cent
per pound will be made, as these
defects have to be taken out by
extra process after scouring, and
by which the wool is made clear
and merchantable at regular prices.

I the difference between the coinage
J valne of the silver and its cost,
j Seigniorage consists of the diffe-
rence between the cost of an amount
of bullion and the face value of the
coins minted from it. By the Sher-jma- n

act the Government was coui-ipelle- d

to purchase 4,500,000 ounces
of silver per month, at the market
price. As the price of silver fluct--

uated, so the amount of treasury
j notes issued in payment of this
j bullion sometimes increased, some-

times diminished. The downward
; tendency having been greater in
the labt few years, there were issu
ed, from the time of the passage of

i the Sherman act to its repeal, $154,-- j
000,000 in treasury notes, to cover
and amount of bullion which should

j actually 'have made 209,000,000
i silver dollars. In other words,
there is now an amount of bullion

'
(in excess to the reserve necessary

jto cover the $154,000,000 treasury
notes) in the treasury which, if
coined, would make 55,000,000 sil- -

ver dollars, against which the eeign-- j
iorage bill was to issue paper cur-- i
rency, and so put $55,000,000 in
the treasury and help the govern-
ment out of its financial difficulties.
