A NIHILIST PLOT.

Truih About the Accident to the Geand
Duchess Xenis of Russis,

There is great excitement in imperial
circles at St Petersburg, according to
trustworthy information, because of the
accident to the Grand Duke Michaelo-
viteh and the Grand Duchess Xenis, the
danghter of the czar, on the e of

telegraphic dispatches which were sent
from Russin at the time declared that
on the way from Peterhof palace, whero
the wedding was celebrated, to the cas-
tle of Prosha, where the honeymoon was
to be passed, the conchman's eyes had
been blinded by the bright ealcium
| lights, the carringe had been overturned
and the occupants severely bruised
But this roport, it now appears, was
highly colored by order of the imperial

| the accident was the result of a nibilis-

| On the way to the castle the newly
]woddad couple had to cross a bridge
spanning & dangerous cot.  The bridge
had been tampered with by the conspir-
ators, so that when the imperial car
ringe rushed over it the timbers gave
way, and the carrisge and oocupants
fell to the bottom, The coachman was
80 badly wounded that he died before
he could be removed to a hospital. The
grand duchess was badly bruised about
the head and body and had herright
arm broken. It is also feared that she
was injnred internally. Her young hus-
band had also severe outs about the
head.

The excitement, of course, was intense
in the city when the truth became
known, despita the efforts to suppress it
and to spread the news that it was an
socident.

Many reasons are assigned as the mo-
tive for the ajtempt to kill the favorite
danghter of his majesty.

When it
became known that these hopes were
not to be realized, the nihilists deter-
mined to revenge themselves in a way
which would hit the ruler hardest—the

| failore of their plans, may try some
| other way of seeking revenge. The po-
lice for this reason have orders to be
1|:m|:.s'|:mlly vigilant.
