HOW IT IS FOUGHT BY THE CEN-

TRAL PACIFIC ROAD,

An Tmportant Railroad Department—

The Company's Property ls Pro-
tected by Special Crewa—Thelr Alarm
Bystom—Fitzgerald's Excellent Ran,

In the Sierra Nevada Bange.
There is in Callfornia a fire depart-

ment which protects property extend-

Ing over a distance of forty miles, and
costing a million and a balf of dollars.
The property referred to Is famliliar to
évery one who has taken a daylight
trip over the Oentral Pacific Railroad,
as It runs from the land of sunshine
into the land of sage brush,

Owing to the heavy snowfall In the

Blerra Nevada the rallroad has been

ecompelled to protect its track from win-
ter blockades by building a serles of
sheds to cover It. These extend con-
tnuously from the little telegraph sta-
tion of Blue Canyon to Truckee, on the
eastern slope of the mountalns. a dis-
tance of forty miles. In the winter the
snow protects these sheds from all dan-
ger from fire, but when summer comes

the wind and sun soon melt the cover-
ing of snow and rapldly dry the tim-

bers, untll by July 1 the lumber in the |

sheds Is as dry as powder.

The forty miles of sheds are constant-
Iy patrolled by men selected for that
purpose. Each man's beat {s less thap
threemileslong, and is so arranged that
be passes over It a short time In ad-
vance of every traln. Sltuated at dis-
tances of a mile apart throughout the
entire length of shed-guarded track are
placed unlocked electrical call boxes sim-
flar to those in use in the citlea. On the
face of these are Inscribed the words
“Fast—West—rock on  track—shed
down—train wreck—ecar off—slide—
fire.” Besldes these there are thirty-
four alarm boxes, which are kept lock-
ol. These are used exclusively for fire.
When an alarm is rung In on one of
these a gong strikes the number of the
box In Bacramento, 100 miles away,
and on the different polots where the
fire tralns are situated.

In 1877, J. A. Flllmore, general super-
intendent of the Southern Pacifie, had
occaslon to reprimand “Johnny" Fits-

of the Bummit fire traln, who
s the oldest fire train engineer in the
pervice, for not runoing fast enough.
A few weeks later Mr. Fillmore hap-
pened to be at the Bummit when an
alarm was rung in from Emigrant Gap,
tweniy-two miles away. He thought he
would like to make the run, and so he
boarded the engine. “Johnny"” saw his
opportunity and determined to make
the most of I As soon as the words
“olear track” were received, “Johuny"”
pulled out, and throwing the throttle
wide open let her go. In less time than
it takes to tell it, the traln was running
e mile a minute. Open places In the
sheds & hundred yards In extent seemed
Hitle more than flashes of light, and the
Nasrada bridees were crossed with

Mr, Fillmore sat perfectly still, except
that once or twice he asked the en-
gineer to test his alr. In twenty-three
minutes they had made the ran of
twenty-two miles, and when “Johnny"
turped to look at the superintendent,
expecting to get a ripping up the back,
Mr, Fillmore sald cheerily, “That's the
way to go to a fire.”

Near Clsco 1s one of the highest
mountain ridges on the western slope
of the Bierra.

the time the first snow begins to dis-

something to dispose of or with the
| first woman who wanted something she
had pot got. It seems not impossible
that the serpent tempted Eve to partake
| of the apple by means of s *‘poff para-
| graph, ' setting forth the merits of the
fruit asn complexion beautifier, Be that
as it may, the nses of advertisement
were known at a very early date to the
Israclites, who were nocustomed to
placard the streets of their cities with
the utterances of kings and prophets.

The ancient Greeks, too, were moch
given to advertisement, chiefly through
the mediam of the town crier, who,
however, was not permitted to offend
the ears of the citizens with his procla-
mations unless he were accompanied by
a musician to give him the correct piteh.
The fact that property had been stolen
or damaged was made known by means
of curses, inscribed npon sheots of lead,
which were affixed to the statues of in-
fernal deities in the temple, the venge-
ance of the gods being thus invoked
upon the persons who had stolen or in-
jured the advertiser's goods A rider
was usually added, to the effect that
ghould the property be returned, or ree-
ompense be paid, the owper would in-
tercede with the gods for a remission of
the punishment.

The Romans also made use of the
town crier to proclaim laws, victaries,
or sales, and the walls of the streets
| were covered with notices painted in
binck or red, or inscribed upon teren
cotta slabs, and let into the pillars on
either side of houses and shops. Many
of these wall advertisements were found
in Herculanenm anfl Pompeii, among
the most interesting being the announoce-
ments of the gladintorial games, contain-
| ing promises that shelter wonld be pro-
| vided in case of rain and that the sand
| would be watered should the weather be
| exceptionally warm.—Cornbill Maga-

zine.

Copper Mining.

Bome of the present mothods resorted
to in the mining of copper are said to
have a very intimate relation with the
great suocess characterining the produo-
tive value of that metal in certain prom-
inent looalities, Cevapicuous among
thess methods is the avoidance of a
scrap of waste, oven the water, by pro-
oipitation, being made to yield value
that comes in the form of a precipitate
carrying from 75 to 85 per cent copper.
The practicability of this precipitation
of the waters is said to have been dis-
covered in a very peculiar way and by
means of experiments that wera of a
very crade character; the first to fui-
tiate the matter being a miner who was
without experience or knowledge in re-
spect to the chemical relations of the
metals, but who casoally ascertained
that n tin ean or piece of iron thrown
into the channel throngh which the
waste water was discharged wonld at-
tract the copper contained in the waler
and save at least a large percentage of
It—and so, in a short time, as the resnlt
of exporiments, it was found that every
drop of water discharged by tho mines
was capable of being handled to advan-
tage for the metal vontained in it.

In a word, this being nothing less
than a thorough solution of copper, run-
ning steadily so many inches a day, the
volume being raised into tanks, charged
with scrap irou and salt; from tank to
tank the volume goes until it passes
throngh & circuit of them, over iron-and
through fluming, before it is let off, aft-
er which it is as clear as ooal 0il. The
pontents of the water are now settled in
the tanks, and one after another a tank
is out ont of the ciremit, the iron re-
moved, the copper hammered off, sort-
ed and shipped. It is through this that
the least particle of copper is snved.

Most Duangeroas Reef on English Coast.

The Manacles rocks, situated abont
midway between Falmouth Roadsted
and the Lizard point, are congidered the
most dangercus point on our English
coast. These rocks cover a considerable
space and extend seaward about three
miles from the coast. At low water
their bold and sharp spurs, jutting out
of the sea, are to be reen stretohing right
across the nataral direction for m ship to
take in making for Falmouth, Thor-
oughly to appreciate the danger for ves-
sels here, one has only to take up a po-
sition on a bold headland overlooking
this wide expanse of ses, when these
rocks can be seen at low water covering
an immense tract of ground, over which
vessels are continoally passing vp and
down at bigh water.

Every winter, and sometimes in the
summer months, fearful wrecks take
place on these rocks, attended with con-
siderable loss of life. These disasters
take place at night, when it is probable
that the men in charge of aship are un-
certuin of their position. There ia a
large bell placed between two and three
miles out at sea to warn vessels of dan-
ger. Buot doring a stormy and windy
night it must surely be most difflenlt to
catch the sound of this bell, partionlar-
ly so if the wind carries the sound away
from the ship passing these rooks, — Lon-
don Standard.
