"Where do the gripmen come from?"

"Why, from the country, most of
them.

bells, and the people jumping on and off
the grip car, your new gripman just gets
seasick. They say they don't mind it,
but they're talking through their bon-

nets, that's all Then, another thing,
the way they throw ou the brake yanks
their arms ont of joiut and makes 'em
good and sore, I tell yon.

"There's something funny abont
braking up a grip car. I came from the
country to my job, but I wasn't always
a plowboy. When I was a yonug fellow,
I used to work in a country printing of-

fice, and used to have to run a Washing-
ton hand press. Ever ruu a Washington
hand press you're in the newspaper
business? What I Never run one? Well,
then, I can't tell yon anything about it,
except tbat if yon don't know the trick
yon can't throw 'er over and get an im-

pression no more than a rabbit You
may have a muscle like a blucksmith,
bat if yon don't know the knack you
can't pull the lever over, but if yon are
on to the trick, and don't weigh more'n
90 pounds, yon can throw her aronnd
just like lightning and make 600 im-

pressions an hour tbat is, if you've got
a good 'devil' to do your inking.

"Well, as I was saying, that's just
like braking np a grip car. Some big
fellows weighing 200 pounds, with mus-
cles on tbem like, Fitzsimmons, go out
on one of these grips with two coaches
behind 'em, and the way they brake 'er
np makes all the passengers think they
have gone to sea. Then a little fellow,
who don't look heavy enough to handle
a team of mules attached to a sulky
plow, gets a job on the road, and he
grabs tbat old grip like a drum major
throwing a baton, and he'll get the
knack of the thing right quick, aud when
he brakes 'er np the passengers think
that tho first waits at the Charity ball
is just starting.

"But while ho may be throwing on
the brakes all right he's kind of off bis
pins when it cornea to hearing the two
bulls for go ahead. Yon see, a new man
cau't do everything at once. Takes
about a week to get the shiver off, aud
during that time a regular gripman runs
with tho new man, keeping a sharp look-
out Then the new man, after his week,
goes to the superintendent and has to
pass an examination. They ask him all
about the.ignals, and where other cars
cross, aud where the 'dead men' are
'dead man's' a block yon strike if yon
don't let go the cable where yon have
to, and if yon ever strike a 'dead man'
your job's gone, no ifs and auds abont
it and all about the street and so on.
Well, if the new man passes the exami-
nation, he puts np f 10, aud they give
him a certificate, and he can go and put
tbat np for a uniform and an overcoat,
and there you are he's a gripman, ready
for 20 degrees below zero and 100 de-

grees above zero and bis little old $3 a
day. '

"The company's breaking in six new
gripmen on the Fourteenth street line
right now. Two of the old men died
and a conple quit Each line always
keeps about a dozen extra gripmen pn
hand ready for an emergency, so they're
breaking in these new ones. One of the
new boys bad an accident at Ninth and
the avenne tbe other afternoon. Ban
into an Anacostia bobtail car. By gin-
ger, I thought he was goiug to knock
the thing clear to the Good Hope bill,
bnt he didn't Scared? Well, the pas-
sengers on the bobtail wasn't half as
scared as be was. He could hardly get
off the grip to pick np the pieces of the
fender. He thought he was as good as
fired, but the company never said noth-

ing. Guess they thought they was lucky
to get off with as little damage. And
besides ah accident right at the start
makes a gripman extra careful for all
the rest of the time.
