The Pendleton Tribune has the

following to say about the unjust-nes- s

of Gowang' sheep bill: The

delegation from this county need

not be told what their duty is when

the time comes for action to be tak-

en on a bill which is bo manifestly
unjust to the owners of large flocks

in this couuty. Deprived of the

privilege of driving their sheep into
outside counties to graze upon the

public domain the jig would be up
with the sheep business in Umatilla.
There is very little public land in

this county fit for grazing purpo-
ses, and the practice for years past
has been to seek greener fields in

contiguous counties. There is an
element of monopoly in the bill
which Beems to have been inspired
by cattle kings of the Miller. & Lux

type. The bill should be carefully
watched and dealt at the proper
time a decisive blow by every mem-

ber of the legislature opposed to the

monopolization of government land
by private individuals.

One of the last official acts of

Cleveland was to veto the bill ex-

cluding all foreigners from coming
t this country who are unable to

read and write. Among his rea-

sons for doing so he says that such

immigrants are not half so danger-
ous to the welfare of this country
as are the better-educate- d class of

foreigners and anarchists who come

over here to plunge into politics and
office, before they are scarcely off

the ships. The president says that V
is the most dangerous type of immW

grants this country has to contend

with, and one that will eventually
result in its ruin unless a check is

put to it.
