An Explanation.
Arlington, March 27th.

It being known to some that I had re-

filled to grant a permit to Mr. ts B.

Jones, ami afterwards did, I in this way
explain the matter, as it is due Mr.

Mr. Jones mailed me hi third grade
certificate granted in .Waehington coun-

ty, Nov. 14, 18H8, and which I deemed
of recent date so that I might grant the
penult without an examination, but it
was not accompanied by any recom-
mendation. Mr. Jones wag unknown to
me, so I telegraphed to the superinten-
dent ef Washington county, asking of
his knowledge of the applicant. He re-

plied : "Jones had permit hereon Texas
ceitificate, hut failed in examination."
On this information I wrote Mr. Jones
and two other parties that as he had
held a permit once before in the state
tiiat I coo Id not grant him another. He
then came to eee me, bringing his recom-
mendations. These stated that he had
never taught, and he also stated thut
the superintendent of Washington coun-

ty had mistaken him for one 0. B. Jones
of the same county, although I had
specified the particular Jones In my
telegram. On these recommendation's
and his statement to me I have granted
him a permit.

I sincerely regret this occurrence, and
I wonld urge all school boards who hire
teachers from outside this county that
they ask for their recommendations, and
when applying for a permit or other
certificate, that, if unknown to the
superintendent, they send or present
their recommendations.

I can get plenty of good teachers, well
recommended, who hold good certifi-
cates, if such teachers are needed in the
county. Teachers in the county out of

County Judge Magers of Yam-
hill will not order tbe county
treasurer to withhold the state tax.
County treasurers are not heeding
the orders of the judges in this
matter. The law clearly prescribes
the duties of the county treasurers,
who give bonds for faithful service,
and so far as heard from the treas-
urers are going to act according to
law, regardless of the wishes or
commands of the county judges.
