Both kinds are snow-whit- e inside and of
a most delicious flavor. They are easily grown
without cultivation, and the yield is very large.
They grow to enormous slie, many of "them 6
and 0 pounds apiece. I can spare a few of these
potatoes for seed at 2c per 100-l- lots, or 2'1o for
smaller lota, at my ranch.
