Fower Provellod Lighters,

A pew ldea, somewlhat on the order
of the trolley canal-boats osed In
Franee and Germany, has been sug
gested fo relleve the traffic In  large
citles where n narrow river earrylng a
great amount of boat traffic enters the
heart of the city. This, of course, ne
cessitates numerous deawbridges and
lnterruption and snnoyunce both to
the land traffic and the boat traffe.
The scheme proposed contemplates the
use of trolley lighters, which eould run
up alongside the vessels for unloading
at the docks on the outskicts of the
town, and when loaded conld convey
the goods to the warehouses and docks
denired, without necessitating the open
ing swing bridges. In loading the ves-
sels the system would be just as appll-
cable, and the coal and supplies In
cars could be londed directly on the
Nghters, carried to the boats and un-
londed with & minlmum of handling.
Broad, shallow lighters, with serew
propellers driven by electric motors,
could be used, and the power supplied
by trolley wires running along the
banks and under the bridges, connec-
tion between the boats and the wire be-
ing made by means of flexible cables,
If this method were adopted the swing
bridges could be made permanent ones,
and all the smoke, dirt and nolse of the
puffing steam tugs would be obviated,
