New Flhah Hatehory.

John Crawford, superintendent of the
Kalama state fleh hatchery, who haa
Leen in the Wind river country and mt
Weonatches gelocting sites for new
Latolories, says new hatchories will
be established during the coming year
at the following places in Washington:
Willapa harbor, Wenatehee, Wind river,
Nookssok, Samish lake, and possibly
one at the falls of the Lewis river, in
this county. [In addition to these im-
provementa will be made at the Ka-
lama hatchery, mmong which will ba
the addition of an eyeing atation. Mr,
Orawford estimates that the number of
young salmon which will be hatohed
at the Kaulama hatohery this vear will
be close to 12,000,000, Eight thou-
sand young salmon have been marked
at the hatchery, and will be turned
loose in the stream shortly.

A Flourlshing Industry.

The new brewery at Whatcom Creek,
Wash., is now runuing full blast and
is making an excdllent quality of
beer. The machinery of this plant is
all 1un by electricity, and with a five-
ton compressor they make all the ice
necessary for their own use. The ea-
pacity is 20 barrels & day, and eight to
ten men mie kept busy.
