NEGROES SHOT DOWN

Bloody Riot at Brush Mines,
Carterville, 1IL

OPENED FIRE ON THE WHITES

Culmination of Long-Standing Trouble
Betwoon Unlon and Non-
Unlon Miners.

Carterville, 111, Bept, 18.—Uarter-
ville was tho scone of a bloody riot be-
tween white and negro miners today.
Six negroes were killed, and one other
mortally wounded. Company C,
Fourth regiment, Illincia National
Guurd, anived here lute this evening,
and will endesvor to preserve order.
Forty miners from the Herrin mines
left that pluce for (his city this even-
ing, armed with Krag-Jorgensen rifles
determined to assist the white miners,
shonld their sarvices be required,
Troanble has been brewing ever since
the militin was recalled by Governor
Tanner lasy Monday, since which time
the white miners have refased 1o aliow
the negro miners to come into town.
Toduy 18 negroes marched into the
town and opened fire on a crowd of
whites, The whites retnrned the fire
promptly, and a running fght ensved,
Thie negroes, closely followed by the
wilites, scattesed, some running op the
main street, the rtemainder starting
down the railroad track. Here the
wofst execution wae done, After the
fight was over, fonr dead bodies were
picked op, and another man was found
mortally wounded. They were taken
to the cily hall, where the wounded
man was given medical treatment, and
an inquest was held over the dead ones.
Later, near the Brosh mines, in anoth-
er part of the city, two other dead bod-
ies were found.

The killed are: Rev, O, T. J. Floyd,
Huse Bradley, John Black, Henry
Brannonm. Two unidentified.

Mortally wounded: Bim Commings.

The mayor has taken every piecan-
tion to prevent further trouble, and
none will ocour unless the negroes
make an atisck,

Spnerintendent Donnelly, of the
Hrush mines, where the negroes reside,
ropoi s that the pegroes are worked up
intoa fienzgy, and, while he is doing
in his power to hold them in
check, he is afruid he cannot do so
mueh longer, and that unless the mili-
tia appears shortly further trouble may
be looked for.

Tronble has existed here, off and on,
for over a vear, but no fatalities oc-
enrred nutil Jone 80, when a passen-
ger train on the Illinois Central rail-
road wad fired into and one negro wo-
man killed. These negroes were on
their way to the mines, having ocome
from Pana. A short time alterward a
pitehed battle ensued between the
union and nonnnion forces during
which time the dwellings oceupied by
the union unegroes were burned. Sev-
eral wrrests were made, and the parties
are in jail at Marion on the charge of
murder, awaitling trial.

ON THE BRINK OF WAR.

Reply of Tronsvanl Very Uusatisfactory
—HBoers Menn to Fight.

London, Sept. 19.—The reply of the
Tranevacl to Mr. Chamberiain's latest
note is waid to cover nine pages. It is
eminently of the “negative and incon-
clusive’* character, which Mr. Cham-
berlain declared would compel the im-
perial government to coneider the situ-
ation afresh. It practically repodiates
suserainty, reverts to the seven-year
franchise, and declines to give equality
to the Dutch and English langusges in
the volksrasd, In shott, it is politely
negative and deflant. The full text
