and Paciflo exports, 864.850 bushels,
against 163,193 bushels last year.

8,051,669 bushels, against 9,431.035
bushels last year.

The wool market is much less sotive
than ot late, with sales of only 9,965,-90- 0

pounds at the chief markets, most-
