ater that evening, leaving Washington on
the 6 p. m. train.

To Schuyler Colfax, then Speaker of
the House, the President extended an io-
vitation to attend the theater as late as
B:15 p. m., for it was not uatil then that
the Presidest’s party left ~the White

Hoose, President Lincoln manifested &

mistake or the exercise of an [mpertl-
neat curiosity. Unknown to the presi-
dential party, Booth had, during the day,
bored a bole through the door of the box
for observation or perbaps to fire through.

At 10 p. m. Booth again estered the
box, quietly holding & pistol in oge hand
and a kuife, or dirk, in the other. Maj.
Rathbone rose and asked this intruder
his business. Booth rushed pgst the
Major withont making a reply and, plac
ing his pistol close to the President's
bhead, sactually in contact with it, fired,
and instantly sprang upon the cushioned
baluster of the box, when he made =
backward plunge with his kuife, almed
st the fuce or breast of Mr. Lincoln.
Maj. Rathbone, springing forward to pro-
tect the President, received the stab In
his arm.

Within & compara‘ively short Ume the
terrible news bnd spread all over Wash-
ington, and by midnight every member
of the cabinet, except Beward, whose own
lite was artemapted, had gathered at the
bedside of their dying chlef.
