He was not free from the faunlts
of men of his time. He was accustomed
to methodical exastness from his experi-
ence on his mother’s plantation and to
her he no doubt owed many of the traits
which afterwards stood him in such good
steal. From his school teachers, Wil
llam Hobby, who was also the church
soxton, and Thomas Willlams, he learn-
ed to read and to write as well as to un-
derstand the art of computation, The
latter of the two also gave him the rudi-
ments of surveying which served as much
as any other one thing to develop him -
to the general of the Americun forces.
For it was on acconnt of his koowledge
of this sclence that he spent three of
his years of early manhood in the wilds
of the forests, running lines, determin
ing levels, fixing boundarica. His wuges
at this time were sufliclent to enable him
to purchase large pleces of that trackless
wilderness bordering on streams, which
were afterwards of great value, thus de-
veloping his insight and shrewdness us a
business mun. But the lesons that he
learned from that rogged nature in the
solitary hours, were priceless, and the
coustitution that was hardened by his
life in the woods enabled him in after
years to endure untolu stroins of expos-
ure and soffering, to rescve Braddock af-
ter that general’s defeat by the French,
to conceive the crossing of the Delaware
on that bleak and cheerless December
night, to undergo Valley Forge and to
emerge from them all, the modest, self-
contained, reserved gentleman. It was
because of his knowledge of the ways of
the forest that be was sent on that
seemingly veedless errand to warn the
French of English territory in the win-
ter of 1708-54, on which he quitted him-
self well and learned his first lessons in
practicdl warfare, The mext year he
wias chosen to go with Braddock on his
ill-tated expedition agalnst the French,
Here it was that Washiogton learned for
the first time, that Americans were of
just as good wstufl as Epglishmen, that
they could Bght just sa bravely as the
sensoned veternns of the mother conutry.

HBefore New York Knew It

sNews traveled slowly in those days;
eable, telegraph, telephone and postal fa-
cilities were an unknown quantity, and
it took days and weeks to transmit infor-
matioy then, where seconds and minutes
figure vow in'this rapid age of invention
aud improvement.

The Alexandrin Times was the first
newspaper to  announce Washington's
death, printing op Monday, Dec. 16, a
single parsgraph obitnary, ‘thus: 1t is
our painful Juty first to announce to our
couttey und to the world the death of
Gen. Goorge Washingten, This mourn-
ful event occurred lnst Baturday evening
about 11 o'clock. On the previous night
be was attacked with a violent inflamma-
tory affiliction In his throat, which In less
than tweuty-four hoprs put a period to
his lite."

The New York papers did not get the
news of Washington's death until Dee,
10, snd It was four days Inter when the
Boston papers published thelr first in-
President Adoms Issued a
prociamution ndvising all citizens to wear
crape on the left arm for thirty days and
setting apart Feb, 28, Washington's
birthday, sy a day when special seryices
in howor of Washington should be held.
