The attempt of the government to
indupe the of conservative
methods of lumbering in order to. pre-
sorve the national yesonrces, and the
respobsive interest takem by timber

owners, bave brought up many interest- | ings

ing legal questions, and she division of
forestry haa found it necessary to muke
extensive researches in this direction.
As a result, a ciroular dealing with the
laws which affect forests i in course
of preparation and will be sent free to
persons interested. Omne of the most
important points brought out is the
recognition by law of the prospective
value of growing timber. The possi-
bility of profitably earrying on lnmber-
ing with systematio provision for fuature
cutting dopends upon thias point, It
has usnally been held that when, by
tresspass, or by unscrupulous outting
by contractors, timber has been re-
moved contrary to the owner's wish,
he could recover only its stumpage
valoe. As forestry usually requires
thit a certain number of trees of cer-
tain size be leit, it follows that an an-
scrupulons contractor could easily upset
the plans of veara with littla fear of
punishment, The supreme comt, how

ever, bas recently ruled that the differ-
ence in valoe betwoen logged amd nn-
logged land depends not only on the
value of the timber removed, but on
its probable increase had it been lelt
untouched,

ITwmprovements in Alnska.

Captain W, R. Abercrombie, head of
the government exploration party,
which last sexson did much work in
the Copper river country and began
opening up & military road from FPort
Valdes to Fort Egbert on the Yukon,
arrived in Seattle, en route north to
continue his work. Itis the purpose
of the government, bhe says, to con-
struct 2,400 miles of telegraph line in
Alaskn, and complete the military
road. He retarns this year with in-
creased responsibilities. The road, he
says, will be completed during this
season from its present terminus, 80
miles inland, to Tanana, about two-
thirds of the distance to the Yukon.
The telegraph line will be built from
Port Valdes along the road to Fort
Egbert und thence down the Yukon to
8t. Michael.

Among other narthern improvements,
he says, a large government wharf at
Valdes has been decided upon.

An Eastern syndicate, headed by
Henry Villard, be says, is now having
surveys made along the gemeral course
of the military road with a view of
building a line,
