TRAIN ROBBERF KILLED.

Bhot by OMcers While Reslsting Are
reals

Kanms City, Mo,, March 8 —Lon
Curry, one of the train robbers who was
engaged in the Wilcox, Wyo,, holdup
on the Union Pacific last June, when
womething like $30,000 was secured,
waa shot and killed by officers near
here  this morning while resisting
arrest,

Corry was visiting the home of his
aunt and covsin, Mrs. Bob Lee and
Miss Lizsie Loo, in the country, 10
miles sonth of Kansus City, and bad
beon there & week. Thomas Savers,
assistant superintendent of the Pinker-
ton office at San Francieco, discoversd
Logan st Cripple Creek, Colo., two
weeks ngo, but lost him, and finally
traced him to Kanms City, where he
appears to bave arrived February 18.
Youterday Logan was located at the
Leo home, and early this morning
three local detectives and three Pinker-
tone, incloding Bayers, surrounded the
house and called on him to sarrender.
Instead, Curry darted out of the rear
door, plstol in band. As he reached
the gate and turned to fire, a volley
from the deteotives ocaused him to
waver. Heran 160 yards across the road
and into a cornfleld belore he fell.
When the detectives reached him he
was brgathing his last. There was o
bullet wonnd through his head. His
revolver was still elutched in his hand.
Curry was placed in a wagon and
brought to the morgue in Kansas City.

persona perished in the flames, which
swept over s tract 40 miles long and
80 miles wide, consuming 1,000,000
nores of grass, six wool warchouses,
2,000 sheep and 1,000 cattle and horses.

The latest news from Noumea prior
to the sailing of the Aorangl was to the
offect that the plagne bad again broken
out among the kanakas. In almost
every case the disease has proven [atal
to tho kanakas, but in the majority of
onses cures are effected among Euro-
g:na. In five weeke the mortality

s been nine Earopeans and 64 kana-
kas and Asiatics. 8o far, owing to
the striot measures taken by the suthor-
ities to prevent tho pest extending to
the country, it has only been reported
at Neponi, The village of Neponi has
been quarantined. One case of bubonic
plague is reported from Tasmania, and
there was also one case at Sydney, but
both recovered, There was a tremend-
ous seare all through the Australian
colonjes, and rigorons quarantine regu-
lations have been enforced, with the re.

- NEEDS OF THE NAVY,

fiscretary Long Submits a Stslement to
Congress.

Washington, March §.—Secrelary
Long has made a statement to the house
naval committes on the neads
of the navy and the desirability of pot
bullding pew ships in government
yards. As to the new ships, he held to
his recommendation at the time con-
gress met, namely, three armored cruis-
ars of about 13,000 tons each, with the
heaviest armor and most powerfal ord-
nance; 12 gunboats of about 900 tons
each, three protected cruisers of aboat
8,000 tons ench., As to building war-
ships in our navy yard, Mr. Long said
they cost much more than those lmilt
under contract, and took twice as long
to buoild them, .

Admiral Deway saggested to the com-
mittee that it leave off the 13 gunboats
and give three new battleships instead.
He said that the battleships would be
more serviceable, as General Otls bad
just purchased 14 gunboats, aud had
turped them gver to the navy. They
wore in fulr condition, and the admiral
said that from his experiemce, he
thought they were just the vossels
needed for servioe in the Philippines,

Chiongo, March 5.—The boxing
bouts which were held in the basement
of the SBouth Division High school un-
der the supervision of Principal 8mith,
find [avor in the eyes of the board of
education authorities.

Franoo's Naval Polloy.

Paris, March 6.—In the chamber of
deputies today, while the naval esti-
mates were under consideration, M,
Lockroy, ex-minister of murine, made
a notablo speech, explaining his view
regarding the proper naval policy for
France to follow, Hedeclared it neces-
sary for France to make great mone-
tary saorifioes for her navy, as her for-
olgn policy depended upon her naval
strongth.

London, Maroh 5.—Lord Roberts, at
Osfontein, six or eight miles east of
Paardeberg, (aces the re-formed Boer
army, from 5,000 to 6,000 strong.
This may be merely a corps ol observa-
tion ready to retire on prepared posi.
tions, Doubtlesn it is recelving iyore-
tions from the late besiegers of Lady-
smith, and from other points. What-
ever the foroe may be, Lord Roberts
has ample troops to cope with it. As
8 heavy rain in {slling on the veldt and
the grass is improving, this will be a
good thing temporarily for the Boers,

Britiah Camp st Osfonteln,

Osfontein, March b5.—The DBritisk
camp has been moved here. A heavy
rain is falling, the veldt is improving,
sopplies wre rapidly arriving, and the
men are in good health, despite the fact
that they have been on hall rations for
& fortnight. Cecil Rbhodes bas sent s
quantity of champagne from Kimber-
ley to be drunk to the health of Lord
Roberts,

Lord Roberts has published an order
thanking the troops for their courage
and for the szeal aond endurapoce they
have displayed amid the hardabips of &
forced march. He says that their for-
titude and general conduct have been
worthy of the queen’s soldiers.

A slight skirmish occurred several
miles southeast, in which Colonel
Bemington had & horse shot under him,

The Boer forces om our front are be-
Heved to be under the joint command
ol Botha, De Larey and Dowet. They
are expecting reinforcements from
Natal.

MONEY GOES BDACK.

Puerte Riean Dutiea te Be Used for
Btarving People.
Washington, Marech 5.—Two hours
after the receipt of & special message of
the president recommending the imme-
dinte passage of a bill to place in his
hands all the moneys collected upon
Puerto Rican goods since the Spanish
evacuation of the island, to be used for
the relief of the Puerto Ricans, had
been read to the house today, the house
had passad and sent to the senats a bill
to earry out the recommendation,
The message came like & bolt ont of
a clear sky w0 the minmily. They were
at first inclined to hail it with delight
as a reprool of the majority for the
of the Puerto Rican tariff bill.
The Republican leaders, however, had
a bill ready to carry the president’s
recommendations into effect. Cannon
asked immedinte consideration of it,
and this was given. It was only when
the debate opened and it had been
agreed that 20 minates should be al-
lowed on u side that, under the lead of
Hailey, of Texas, the Democrats began
lining up against the bill, because it
plaoced no limitations upon the presi-
dent’s disoretion in the ose of the
money. The bill was passed by a vote
of 162 to 187, 18 Democrats, 2 Popn-
lista and 2 Silver Republicans voting
with the Republicans,

A Departmont of Mines.

A new cabinet officer, to be known
as the seoretary of minea and mining,
is provided in a bill favorably acted on
by the house committes on mines and
mining. The bLill creates an execntive
department, which shall have entire
charge of affairs relating to mines, in-
cluding geological surveys.

The proposed secretary of mines is
to have the same rank and salarv as
other cabinet officers, and an ussistant
secretary.

Another mining measure favorably
acted upen establishes mining experi-
ment stations in each of the mining
states, similar to the agriculture ex-
periment stations, and provides for the
appointment of & government geologist
at $8,500 and an assayer at $2,600, in
the severnl mining stutes. These offi-
cera are to furnish assays, issue public
bulleting and conduct explorations of
mining regions.

Mining many years ago loft the realm
of speoulation and now occupies a dig-
pified and important position amoag
the legitimate industries of the world.
As the years pass gambling, as a fea-
ture of mining enterprises, is fast dis-
appearing. While gambling in mining
ftocks may continue indefinitely, the
nining industries, per 8¢, isuy free from
illegitimate practices as in any other
business.

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Siz Persons Burned to Death
in New York.

ISMATES WERE PANIC STRICKEN

It Was In the Cheap Bawery Reollon,
and Property Yoss Was Only
About 82,000,

New York. March #8,—Six persons
were burned to death and two were in-
jured early this morning in a fire which
occurred in s seven-story lodging hounse
at 44 to 48 Bowery. The dead are:
Charles Battie, 40 years old; John
Clark, 60 years old; Edward Doyle, 85
years old; Henry Jackson (colored),
86 years old; one unidentified man
about 50 years old, Stephen Carney, 75
years old. Martin Gallagher, 68 years
old, was burned about the fuce and
hands and also removed to the hospital,
Edward Walker, 47 years old, was
burned, but after having his wound
dressed, remained at the lodging house,

The fire was discovered shortly aiter
8 o’clock. Smoke was pouring from
the windows of the fifth floor, and the
flames were making rapid progress.

The lodging house was cat up into
132 rooms, and 80 of these sall places
wera ocoupied when the fire broke ont.
Policemen sent in an alsrm and burst
into the place to arouse the inmates.
They notified the night clerk, who im-
mediately rang the alarms all over the
house. The hallways were instantly
filled with a crowd of excited people.
The policemen foread their way to the
upper floors in an effort to rescne some
of the helpless, believing ome or two
were overcomeé with smoke. They
curried ont Thomas Harper, a one-
legged man, and Ed Waker, who had
bean burned and partially overcome by
the smoke, Stephen Carney was found
dying on the floor in his room, where
the flames had already burned the old
man's face, bands and body, bot &
policeman picked him up and carried
him out of the building.

The firemen succeeded in putting out
the flames withont great loss to the
building, After the flre wis out they
began a search. The hodies of all. five
ot the victims were fonnd on the fifth
flour, where the fire did the most dam-
aga. Buttie was suffocated in his bed,
John Clark was found on the floor of
bis room dead, as was also Edward
Doyle. The colored man was found
dead at a window, and the unidentified
man had been overcome just as he was
dragging himeell from the window to
the fire ezcape. All the bodies were
taken to the morgue. The damage to
the building will amount to about §3,-
000. The place was comducted Ly
Domino Milano, and was a cheap Bow-
ery lodging house.

Proventlon of Forest Fires. -

Washington, March 6, —Investigation
of the causes, effects, and means of
prevention of forest fires in the West,
will be carried on this summer in
Washington, Oregon, Californis, Ari-
sona, New Mexico, Utah, Colorado,
Wyoming, Idaho, Sonth Daketa, Be-
sides field study, designed chiefly to
discover means of preventing the evil,
the forestry division is making a his-
troic record of all important fires which
have occurred in the United States
since 1764, Although yet incomplete,
this indicates that the annuoal recorded
losa Yy forest burnings in the United
States is, at the very lowest, $20,000,-
000, It will probably run far above
this sum, as the Pacific cosst stiates
have been only partially examined.
Accounts of over 5,500 disastrous firea
have been obtained in the 17 states
already examined. Michigan, Minne-
sota and Wisconsin have suffered the
most sevarely,
