They began last week, while the snow
was on the ground, to give a Chinook
dance, as their ponies were getting
poor, and the indications were winter
had set in, but a sudden change in the
temperaturo made also a change in
the dauee programme, and the “‘pom
pom’* or “‘grass dance’ was instituted.
This peculinr dance is observed in the
eame manner a8 Chinese new year, and
lasts & week or ten days. The Indians
array themselves in gorgeous costumes
and congregate at different« tepoes,
where a general feast {6 prepared. It
is the sesson for making new friends,
and old animosities are buried. The
tribe us & whole has ceased to observe
this sacred annual festival, the edncat-
od members thinking it beneath their
notice, but the isolated members con-
tinue to dance every spring when the
winter is over and grass begins to show
on the range,

(PERSIAN RUGS OF IRISH MAKE.

! Deft Weavers of the Old 8od Tura Oun
s Perfect Imitation.

Just a year ago some manufacturers
of artistic textlles touring in Donegal
resolved on establishing a place for the
making of hand-tufted carpets of the
_deacription genernlly known as “Turk-
ish™ or “Persian” The peculinrity of
this fabric Is that from Its pature It
must be a hand production. The tufts
are tied by the fingers In knots In longl-
tudinal warpa, which are stretehed be-
tween two long parallel beams. The
carpets are made to the size and shape
of any room. The design Is placed in
front, and the girls, from three to a
dogen, according to the sixe of the car-
pet, select the colorw indicated row by
row, which are tled, then bound down
by “shoots” of woolen weft drawn
across the entire width and beaten firm
by small iron-toothed bammers. There
Is Interesting varlety and pleasure In
the work, and It s such that individual
skill and workmansbip come largely
into play. Altogether, It Is just such an
Industry as ls suited to the ruml dis-
tricts of Ireland. No steam power Is
required, and there ls therefore no han-
idicap on the commercial side by the
. absence of coal
The Orst year's experiment with the
{Xrish girls has proved that they are ad-
{mirably adapted for the work. The
igirls show a nimbleness of fingors and
aharpoess of eye for color and form
that bave quite astonished thelr teach-
sers, and they take to the work with a
