Ponce, Puerto Rico, April 14. Atno
time since the hurricane of August 8

last, has the condition of the poor of
Puerto Rico been as bail as it ia today.
About 06 per cent of the island may be

placed in the peon clans, which ia made
up of a mixture of all races. In tho
other 6 per cent are included the well-to-d- o,

educated people, such aa mer-

chants, planters and professional men
and their families.

This better class ia able to pass
through such times aa are now prevail-
ing without actual physical suffering,
but their business affairs are at a stand-

still, and have been for a long time,
and this deprives the majority of the
large laboring class of a means of live-

lihood. This large body of laboring
people furnishes the very cheap and
effective labor which is needed for

agriculture and other work, but at all
times they have been in an nnder fed
and poorly nourished condition.

Their hardshipa have been greatly
added to by the scarcity of fruit since
the hurricane, and it is consequently
increased in price. Salt fish, rice and
beans have been imported free of duty
since the hurricane, but little of tbe
benefit derived from this baa gone to
peons, and now, when there ia a pros-
pect of 15 per cent of the Dingley tariff
being placed on these articles, the price
baa been greatly advanced. Merchants
hesitate to import lagre stocks because
of tbe prospect of free trade, and the
present scarcity of fruit ia also a cause
for the advance in prices. Rice has
gone up from 6 to 6 cents vos a pound
to 8 and 9, beans from 6 to 12, and, at
one time, a few days ago, to 15 cent-avo- a

a pound, while salt fish baa ad-

vanced from 6 to about 10 centavos.
No one who understands tbe situa-

tion here will deny that moch of tbe
former good feeling between Puerto
Ricans and Americans has been lost.
Besides, Americana are fewer in num-
ber in Puerto Rico today than at any
time since shortly after the troops first
landed, and those departing bave left a
long list of defunct companies, bank-

rupt business, wrecked schemes and
anxioua creditors, who, in some cases,
hold choice collections of worthless
notes and checks. Not only are Amer-
icana leaving the island, but large num-
bers of Puerto Ricans have gone to
Venezuela, to Santo Domingo and to
Cuba. Three days ago more than 800
natives sailed for Cuba to obtain em-

ployment there, and at least 1,000
sailed from thia port alone daring tbe
last three months.

Much livestock is also being shipped
to Cuba. The gieatest loss to Puerto
Rico in this respect is in the large car-

goes of magnificent cattle, which it
will take yeara to replace.

them will rebel against the Manchns.

The viceroy at Nanking say he haa
140,000 Hunanese troops who are anx
ioua to fight the Mancbus, and he fears
be cannot control them. The vice-

roy who united in this remarkable step
represent the provinces of Kiang-Su- ,

Anhui, Klangsi, Hunan, finpeh, Che- -

kiang, Fookien, Quangsi and Kwang-tun- g,

with an aggregate population of
180,000,000.

Until this protest had been made,
the dowager empress had been having
things quite her own way. Though
she haa desisted from her purpose to set
up a new emperor, yet ber wrath to-

wards those who opposed her has shown
no abatement. It is unbounded. Kin
Lien-Sha- n has been captured in the
Portugese colony of Macao, off the
South Chhia coast, by LI Hong Chang's
detectives. Mr. Kin fled from Shang-
hai last month. He is the manager of
tbe national system of telegraphs in
China, and beaded the petition signed
by 1,200 notables against setting up a
new emperor. Probably he will be
decapitated. An English law firm
here baa been retained to defend him.
The government has trumped up
charges of defalcation against Mr. Kin,
who is really a very able and enlight-
ened man.

On March 1 instructions were wired
from Peking to Soo Cbow, capital of
Kiang-Su- , to arrest and put to death
tbe reformers Weng T'Ung-II- o and
Shen Pong. - These men had been in
very important positions in Peking,
but were easily captured in Soo Chow.
The chief reformer, Kang Yu Wei, baa
fled to Singapore. Tbe empress dow-

ager has offered $100,000 for his body,
dead or alive.

It ia said that there is an official
list, prepared by the Peking govern-
ment, of the names of 300 reformers
who are proscribed. A special list of
over 35 names exists of those who are
to be killed aa soon as they are cap-
tured.

BUILDING COLLAPSED.

Throe Pereone Killed and Number In-

jured In a Pltteburg Accident.

Pittsburg, April 14. Without warn-

ing and with a rush and a roar, tbe
fnniairv hrinh- - ruiililincr at tVin mnw.
of Second avenue and Wood street col-

lapsed to-la- burying In its ruina a
number of people, three of whom were
taken out dead, five were badly hurt,
and several others aligbtly injured.

The building waa occupied by the
Armstrong, McKelvy Lead & Oil Com-

pany. It was being remodeled by Con-
tractors McGovern and Lyte, who were
converting the lower floors of the corner
store and tbat next door into one large
room. About 48 feet of the middle
partition had been removed, and steel
girders, supported by heavy iron posts,
were in place, and the finishing touches
were being put on the remodeled work.
The firm this morning began the trans-
fer of its stock from one room to the
other, and apparently centralized the
heavy weight of the leads and oils about
the middle of the structure. The col-

lapse began by tbe second floor break-

ing through, carrying with it the two
floors above, making a breach from top
to bottom through the center ot the
building.

The fact that the rear portion of the
building on Second avenue did not col-

lapse saved many lives. It was in that
part of the building that the offices
were located, In which there were about
10 persons. Those who - were in the
rear portion of the building heard the
crash and ran out of the side door into
Second avenue and escaped. The losa
of the firm will be about $40,000.

Tbe house
today, by a vote of 240 to 15, adopted
t resolution for a constitutional amend-
ment providing for the election of Uni-
ted States senators by direct vote of the
people. Fourteen Republicans and one
Democrat voted against it By the
term of the resolution, the amedment
tubmitted to tbe legislatures ia a fo-
llow:

"The senate of the United States
lhall be composed of two senators from
ach state, who shall be elected by di-

rect vote of the people thereof for a
term of six yeara, and each senator
shall have one vote. A plurality of
the votes cast for candidate for sena-
tor shall be sufficient to elect. The
electors in each state shall have the
qualificationa requisite for electors of
the most numerous branch of the state
legislatures, respectively.'

"When a vacancy happens by death,
resignation or otherwise, in the repre-
sentation of any state in the senate,
tbe same shall be filled for the unex-

pired term thereof in the aame manner
aa is provided for the election of sena
ton in paragraph 1; provided, that tbe
ixeoutive tliereof may make temporary
appointment until the next general or
rpecial election, in accordance with
tbe statutes or constitution of such
Hate."

Formal Dedication of France's
Great Exposition.

THE SHOW IS FAR FROM READY

Speeehee of Praaldent Loabet and Mln-lat- er

Mlllerand Comploteneee and
SCitent of American Kxhlblte.

Taris April 17. The exposition of
1900 is open, but it will be at least a
month before anything but buildings ia
to be seen. Tbe day'a ceremonies were
a peculiar mixture of sumptuous splen-
dor in the Salle dea Fetes, and wide-

spread confusion elsewhere. Nothing
could have execeded the picturesque
stage setting in the beautiful boilding
in which the ceremonies were held, tbe
gorgeous uniforms of the diplomats and
soldiers, the splendid orchestra and
chorus and the magnificent effect pro-
duced by the grand staircase, up which
President Loubet proceeded to view the
exposition, lined with some 200 picked
men of the Republican guard, with
jackboots, white breeches, gleaming
calrasses and horse-hai- r plumes stream-

ing from shining helmets. At the top
of this stairway was a room, the in-

terior of which could be seen from the
Salle dea Fetes, and thla was hung with
priceless gobelins from the Louvre.
Into this splendid apartment President
Lonbet entered and walked down the
avenue to hia boat. This part of the
day' arrangement waa perfect, but the
rest was chaoo.

The weather today was luckily all
that could be desired. Fourteen thous-
and guests Had been invited to the
function, and they had, because of the
fine weaher, only the dust to endure.
Had tbe day been wet, the unrolled
paths of the exposition grounds would
have been turned into a mass of mud.
Tbe afternoon waa a holiday in Paris
by general consent, and a host of
country people crowded into the city
to swell the multitudes, who from an
early hour serged in the direction of the
exposition and took up positions along
the route of the presidential procession
and at the approaches to the grounds.

The immense number of guests prac-
tically swept the central streets clean
of cabs, of which an unbroken stream,
several deep, drifted slowly toward the
Rates between noon and 2:30 P. M.
Drifted ia the correct expression for the
rate of progress, because the traffic ar-

rangements were so inadequate that
hundreds of vehicles did not reach the
exposition at all, and the ocenpanta
were either left stranded en route or
were obliged to abandon their carriages
and proceed on foot. Thia was tbe ex-

pedient ordinarily adopted, even by
several members of the diplomatic
corps and two gorgeously attired off-

icials of the Chinese embassy, after
hastily walking several blocks, arrived
in the Salle des Fetes just in time to
hear the cheering at the conclusion of
the ceremony.

While everything Is quiet and peaceful
In tbe neighborhood of tbe Cornell dam
tonight, nearly 300 armed deputies are
guarding tbe works, and each one of
them ia guessing as to what tomorrow
may bring forth.

"This is a fight to a finish. We earn
more money than we are receiving, and
the contractors must pay us for our
work. The state should protect us,
and, instead of sending deputies and
soldiers to help the bosses, they should
compel them to treat ua rightfully. If
the bosses attempt to bring the other
laborers here we shall prevent any work
being done, and if the military come
to help them, then we will fight the
soldiers."
