1894. tbe following
order was made by tbe county court, to
wit:

" In tbe matter of collection ot school
district and city taxes and payment for
same. fow. on this day tt was consider
ed and Ordered tbe county treasurer be
instructed to retain 5 percent of moneys
collected and paid in by tbe sheriff for
school districts and cities; eaia cnarges
are made to cover expense connected
with making assessments and collections
for the resDecUve distneu ana cities."

That, in accordance with said order,
tbe treasurer has retained the 5 per cent
for assessment and collection referred to
and bas accounted to the county for all
of it by crediting from time to time for
the seeral amounts to Mia "county
fond." In this connection we will also
state the fact tbat the county lost noth-
ing by reason of tbe failure of th'e First
National Bank ot Arlington, either in
the shape of money or iutereiit, because
the county treasurer treated the whole
matter as a personal loss did not mix
the county up in the business but tiui
ply called in warrants and met all other
demand on htm as treasurer, toe same
as if he had lost no tnouey by the failure,
This prompt action on the part of the
treasurer not unly fully protected tbe
county and his bondsmen, but prevented
any inconvenience to either. The above
statements are not mad by guess. The
county court frequently checks over the
treasurer's nooks, using a cross cnecx
system, which include the sherifT and
clerk's accounts. That is well calculated
Is detect irregularities and errors.
