“The great neceasity now in Alasks,””
says Consnl MeCook, "is god roads,
good onnps and the prospecting of com-
paratively nnknown sections.*’

Great digsatisfrotion was expressed
at Dawson City this spring after the
wash up, he says, by miners who
avorked for men who bad leased mining
claiws from the owners. The lay men
sign contracts to work 0 many feet of
tha claim doring the season, to receive
50 per cent of the gold coming oot of
the claims, and the lessee agreeing that
all men working the propetry will be
employed under a written contract by
which they promise mnot to hold the
¢laim in any way linble for their wages.
1t bas turned out in hundreds of caves
that the vost of working the olaims has
tiken more than 50 per cent of the out-
put, the lessees’ share. Thus the men
employed on the claims have been de-
prived of their wages, Lay men on
rioh claime, says Consul MeCook, can
do very well, but the majority ci the
claims cannvt be worked on thiz basis
at the carrent rate of wages.

E. C. Senkel, gold commissioner of
Yukon territory, has information that
Canada is to introduce radical reforms
in the Klondike. The royalty system
is to be done away with altogether and
u government assay office is to be estab-
lished at Duwson and a compulsory fee
of 8 per cent charged for assaying gold
and exchanging for drafts. 'The 3 per
cent must be paid on all gold taken from
the ecountry, whether the government
assay office be patronized oz not.
