The recent troubles In Chipa spring
from the antl-foreign sgltatlon which for
the past three years has gulned streogth
in the northern provinees. Thelr origin
lies deep In the character of tha Uhl-
nese races and in the traditions of their
government. The Tal Plog rebelllon and
the apening of Chinese ports to foreign
trade and settlement disturbwed alike the
homogenvity « nd the wecluslon of China,

felt In all guarters, not alone on
const, but wlong the great rivers, arteries |
and in the remoter districts, carrylng new
Ideas and Introducing new nasoclations
among & primitive people which had pur
sued for centuries & natlonal poliey of
Isnlatton.
