Ton cati't convince, the coo!! of the
Grenadine Islands, West Indies, that
then is any harm In eaUng dirt His
own diseases ought to couvluce htm,
but they don't The rest of their diet is
simple and meager. For the most part
they are vegetarians, They eat rlee,
peas, curry and ghee, a specially pre-

pared butter In great use. Most pro-fessl-

vegetarians do not exclude
from their diet milk aud eggs, but these
coolies will not touch either except
when they are In a hospital aud forced
to do so. To hard workers In the caue
Acids under a scotvhlug tropical sua
such a frugal diet cauuot be supposed
to be productive of health or robust-
ness. And when to this sort of food Is
added the luxury of dirt-catlu- g It Is no
wonder that these coolies are bloodless
and stiff jointed. These ilia are char-
acteristic of tbe race.

Coolie patteuts In the English hospi-
tals of Carrlacou, one of the Grenadine
Islands, frequently are found to have
gravel hidden la their clothing, aud
they cry and beg for It like the mor-

phine eater for hts dope. This stuff
which they eat Is a soft slate-colore- d

or grayish stone. Sometimes the pul-
verised dirt Is made Into cakes. If
there Isn't much of this to be had the
coolies eat rags, paper and coke.

A coolie who Is well along In the art
of dlrt-eatln- g Is swollen all over the
body and the muscles of his legs are
teuse. Ills face Is puffy and has a dis-

tressing look of weariness and prema-
ture age. lie is short ot breath and Is
unable to speak, so that he has to make
signs to Indicate his condition. His
tongue Is swolleu and flabby and lies
In the floor of his mouth, from which
he cannot raise It from pure weakness.
It Is marked strongly with tmpresslous
ot the teeth. He has severe headaches,
dimness of sight and paius In the abdo-
men. His skin Is thin, flabby and lack-

ing of firmness, and even In tbe case
ot children feels like the skin of an
aged person.

Hot Iron tor Animals.

"When all other, methods of control-

ling wild beasts fail the keeper has
only to employ an Iron rod which has
been made red hot at one end," said an
old circus man to a Washington Star
reporter. "Lions and tigers will cringe
before the heated poker and no matter
bow restless and fretful they may have
been the sight of the glowing Iron Im-

mediately brings them to their best of
animal senses. It has an almost hyp-
notic influence over the beasts. I have
seldom heard of an animal being burn-
ed in this manner, however, so there Is

nothing cruel In the treatment. It would
not do for the keeper to burn the
charges under bis care, for tbe scars
would mar the animal for exhibition
purposes. The hot Iron Is a terror Just
the same and under its persuasion the
kings of the jungle are docile and ready
to do what Is wanted of them.

"In circus menageries the animals
often become almost unmanageable.
This Is true of the younger specimens,
who do not like the idea of being so

closely housed, so much hauled about
and often cut off from the light of the
outside world. When It becomes neces-

sary to give their cage a thorough and
sanitary cleansing one attendant holds
the beast In a corner by means of the
red-ho- t iron, while another thoroughly
cleanses the remaining portion of the
cage the work being accomplished by
brooms and mops from the outside. In
changing tbe wilder animals from the
cages employed on the road to the
larger and more commodious quarters
of the winter station, what we call s
Ftrong box Is used. The wagon Is haul-
ed alongside the large cage and tbe
steel strong box, open at both ends, Is

constituted a passageway. The ani-

mals hesitate to make a journey
through such a suspicious-lookin- g ob-

ject, however, and again the heated
Iron must be brought Into play."
