BRANCH OF INDUSTRY.

Net Addition to Farm Reeoarcoe r
tweaa 1803 sad 10OO Wea Greater
than Valaeof Alt Faraa laveetaaeuts
Fifty Year As.

Farming Is so vast an Interest that
tti current coudltlon canuot be express-
ed In figures. . It Is not capitalised in
stocks aud bouils, aud its values are
uot quotable from day to day. But any
Intelligent farmer eau make a compari-
son of the general state of hla indus-

try with what It was six or eight years
ago, and will then realise the immense

gain that has occurred. In fact, the
activity among the railways aud tha
rapid growth of foreign exports largely
rest on farm production. ,

'

It la stated by the cbtet statistician
of the agricultural sectlou of the
twelfth census that the net addltloua
to farm resources In the ten years be-

tween l&W and 1900 exceed the value
of all farm Investments In 1850. ' As
the writer referred to puts the case:
"The Increased wealth of our farmers,
as the result of their hist ten years la-

bor, equals the farm wealth of the na-

tion reported as the outcome of their
toil aud economies from the settlement
at Jamestown to the middle ot tbe nine-

teenth century," Advances on the stock

exchange fade Into a small affair be-

side a colossal Increment like that. In
the United States to-da- y there are at
least 5.700,000 farms, or about one to
every thirteen Inhabitants. In 1S50 the
number was l.US),03. In ten years
the number has Increased 1,130,000, and
In the same time farm wealth has ex-

panded by not less than $6,500,000,000,
In the twelve adjacent States of Illi-

nois, Missouri, Ohio, Indiana, Michigan,
Wisconsin, Minnesota, Iowa, North Da-

kota. South Dakota. Nebraska and Kan-

sas the number of farms has Increased
since 1SO0 from to 2,220,000.
These States added $2,500,000,000 to
their farm wealth between 1SS0 and
1890. and a still larger sum In the last
ten years.

The government Is not unmindful of
the vast Import of agriculture. Con-

gress has endowed agricultural col-

leges In every State and Territory.
These Institutions represent a value of

53.000.000. and their income Is 0.

Their students last year num-
bered 31.05S. The annual national ap-

propriation for experiment stations Is
rrso.ooo.
