Natural Breeding Ground for Them—
Niuatrations of the Power of the
Serpent to Fascinate — Experience
with a Coach-Whip Bnake.

The Smithsonlan lnstitetion authorl-
tles say that more varieties of polson-
ous snakes are found in Arizona than
in auy other part of the United States,
The best authority on Arizsona snakes
is belleved to be Grabam Peck, whe
has been studylng them for years.

“No other region In the United States
is so much of a natural breeding
ground for the rattlesnake as Is south-
ern Arizona,” sald he to a correspond-
ent of the New York SBun. “The rocks
of the mountalns and foothills are of
a heavy yellow and gray color and the
I soll 1s so llke the hues of h rattler that
a snake can move slowly along and
hardly be percelved by a person ffty
fect away. The hot, dry alr and the
warm, sandy earth and the lmmense

'rm'.l quantity of small birds and ground

| squirrels In the mountaln canyons and
brush all combine to make life for rat-
tlesnakes In this reglon one of rare
ease and comfort.

There are lterally tens of thou-
' sands of rattlers 1o the sage brush and
chapparel along the edge of southern
Arizons  wastes.

the capture of rattiesnakes five and six
feet long, with fourteen and fifteen rat-
tles.

“Hog-nose snakes are quite plentiful
in the mountalnous parts of Arizona.
After all the talk about serpents hlss-
ing, this Is the only specimen of the
ophidian famlily which 1 bave ever
heard utter a sound.

“Many writers on reptiles In America
say that thunder snakes are common
in Texas, New Mexico and Arizona.
They are really uncommon in the terrl-
torles. They are a prairie reptile and
are often encountered by prairie trav-
elers, especially before and after thun-
derstorma,

“Flashes of lightning and claps of
thunder, which are terrifylng to bipeds
and gquadrupeds, seem to have a charm
for these members of the ophldian
family. Whenever g thunderstorm
comes up these snakes come crawling
ount of holes, from behind rocka and
rotten stumps and enjoy the fun while
It lasts,

“The coach whip Is remarkable for
Its tremendous length and surprising
speed. It Is cream or clay ecolored,
very much llke the bard-baked pralrie
over which it glides, Is very long and
its scales are arranged in such a man-
ner that they closely resembile the
plaited leather of a whip.

“Not endowed with polson, It had
tremendous power of comstriction. It
forms Its body Into colls which are eca-
pable of crushing sheep, dogs and coy-
otes.

“When I was In Lower Callfornls In
1800 T was told by a Mexlican peon
that he had a 10-year-old boy squeezed
to death by a coanch whip a few years
before. The man sald that on another
oceaslon his wife was attacked by a
rosch whip which threw its colls about
her quicker than she could see,

“She was too frightened to do more
than scream and fall to the ground,
when her daughter came running up
and quickly released her by merely
unwrapping the snake's tail, Strange
as this may seem, It Is & very easy
way to release a victim In the coach
whip snake's grasp, for while the rep-
tile's constricting powers are abnor-
mal a child may unwrap the coils by
beginning at the tail”

“Do you belleve that snakes have
the power to charm animals?"

“Yes, there is a certaln power to
fascinate in a snake's eyes and move
ments. [ saw only the other day a
typlcal lllustration of the power of a
soake to fascipate.

“Any one who comes up, not having
seen the attack, might be readily de
ceived Into Imagining that it was the
glance of the snake and not the polson
that caused the vietlm to fall”

FRUIT GROWING IN JAPAN.

Sweet Oranges, Perslmmons and Figs
Raised in Abundance,

Japan Is generally looked upon as a
land of fiowers rather than of fruit, but
It has an abundance of both. [t will
never be, perhaps, a great producer of
fruits for export, but the ralsing of
frults throughout the country is becom-
ing more and more of an Iadustry, al-
though there Is only the home market.
Uonsul General Bellows, of Yokohama,
says, In a recent report, that fruit
growing has mot hitherto been an Im-
portant industry Jo Japan, and that
there Lave been very few farms on
which fruit formed the staple crop,
But the Japanese are now paying much
attention to fruit growing. What he
has to say about the frults of Japan is

of interest:

pleasant faver, and la much
food by both natives and foreigners.
Tt s cultivated all through the warmer
regiona of Japan, and Is the most plen-
titul of the frults ralsed here, belng
found In the markets from early au-
tumn until late the following spring.

season s comparatively short. It
closely resembles the persimmon of our
Southern States. The sour plum Is
extensively cultivated and ylelds a
good crop, but the other frults named
above, though more or less widely
grown, hre produced In much smaller
quantities—the fig belng most abund-
ant and most valued of the less lm-
portant frults. The government has
introduced peaches, pears, and grapes
trom Europe and America, and bas
found the sofl and climate well adapted
to their production, so that these are
now cultivated In addition to the native
varieties of the same frults. Of the
frults wholly unknown In Japan until
introduced from abroad, the apple has
proved most successful, and It bas be-
come a chlef product of some districts
in the Hokkaldo, or northern lsland.
The applea are of fine appearance and
excellent flavor, and the trees yleld a
profit very encouraging to the cultiva-
tor, so that the area of thelr produc-
tion 1s belng Increased. The natives
oat frult chiefly fresh, and its use as
a table diet !s not general, although
increasing. The processes of drying
and canning frults are begloning to
come Into use, but only as a means
of preserving the fruit for home con-
sumption, not for export.”—Japan and
America.

FIRST AUTOMOBILE OF ALL

Only a small percentage of those who
nowadays see automoblles speeding
along the streets and boulevards are
aware that the first automeblle, con-
sidered in the sense of a vehicle con-
taining within Itself powers of locomo-
tion, of which there is any authentle
account was a self-moving shrine of
Bacchus. This was the Invention of
Heron, of Alexandria, who describes it
in his work on automatic mechanism.
The shrine In question was mounted
upon two supporting and two driving
wheels. On the axle of the driving
wheels was a drum, about which was
wound a rope which passed upward

to the ring of & ponderous lead welght,
whichk rested upon a quantity of fine
dry sand. The escape of this sand
through a small hole In the middle of
the Soor of the compartment containing
It allowed the lead welght gradually to
descend and by pulling upon the cord
caused the shrine to move slowly © -~
ward In a straight line. Heron describes
the method of arranging and prppot-
tloning the wheels In case It was de-
sired that the shrine move In a cir-
