Number of Dead to RussUh EarthqtMftTI
Disaster Now Reported g.OOO.

Asbkaba, Enssian Turkestan, Dec.
2G. Even the worst of the earlier re-

port of the recent earthquake diiaater
at Andijan qnite underestimate the ap-
palling loss of life. A telegram today
L-o- the scene of the catastrophe put
the number of victims in the native
quarter of the town at 4,000. Already
800 corpses have been disinterred from
the ruins. The work of excavation pro
greases slowly.

The state treasury, containing 6,--
000,000 roubles, is in the ruins, and
excavations to get the money are car
ried on under the supervision of
strong cordon of polite. The water in
the wells baa disappeared, and a gene
ral subsidence of the site of the town is
ftared. Large numbers of laborers are
being sent to excavate. Sappers have
arrived and are expected to make more
rapid progress. The shocks continue
with increasing violence. The area of
seismic disturbance comprises 200
square verets. The Rnssian population
is camping at the railroad station,
where 600 cars are placed at the dis
posal of the population. The local
government officials are quartered in
cars. Sheds for the destitute are being
built a rapidly aa possible. Free soup
kitchens btve been started and officials
are aiding the departure of the inhab
itants by distributing food, money and
free railroad tickets.

DEATH OF ARCHBISHOP.

End Came Peacefully to Aged Prelate of
English Church.

London, Dec. 26. The Most Rev.
Frederick Temple, archbishop jf Can-

terbury, and primate of all England,
who has been ill for some time past, is
dead. The archbishop passed away
quite peacefully at 8:15 o'clock, in the
presence of bis wife and two sons. His
death bad been anticipated for some
days, and only the archbishop's re
markable vitality enabled him to coun
teract bis extreme weakness. The final
collapse occurred about 6 o'clock, and
he was unconscious toward the end.
The primate died of old age. The
scene in Westminster Abbey, at the
coronation of King Edward, was one of
the earlier indications of bis failing
strength. Then came the collapse in
the house cf lords at the conclusion of a
vigorous speech in support of the edu-
cation bill. . He bad not left his bed
since. He will be buried at Canter- -
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awaiting mm.

The Argen-
tine Minister and wife gave a chil-
dren's party at the Legation, while
the Minister of Peru and his wife en-
tertained a number of Peruvian stu-
dents In the various schools and col-

leges of the United States.
The President and Mrs. Roosevelt

entertained a number of friends at
dinner. The table was set In the new-
ly furnished state dining-room- . The
guests included Senator and Mrs.
tadge, John Lodge, Captain and Mrs.
Cowles. John Elliott, of New York;
Mrs. Charles II. Davis, Miss Davis,
the Messrs. Davis and Robert Fergu-
son.

At the Mexican Embassy the feast
day was celebrated by a supper to-
night.

THE DAY IN ENGLAND.

King Edward Plays Lord Bountiful and
The London Poor Have a Feast.

London. Dec. 26. King Edward and
Queen Alexandra spent the day at
Sandrlngham, this being the first
Christmas their majesties have spent
at their favorite residence since their
accession. The royal family, includ-
ing the Prince of Wales. Princess Vic-
toria, the Duchess of Fife and Prince
and Princess Charles of Denmark, at-
tended an early service at Sandrlng-
ham church, which was beautifully
decorated. The King afterwards per-
sonally directed the annual distribu-
tion of the beef and game to the em-

ployes and tenants on the Sandrlng-
ham estate.

London and the south of England
generally enjoyed an unusually cold
day. la eplte of the lov temperature,
there was the usual gathering in Bat-terse- a

Park, where 20 men who take
their open-ai- r early morning dip all
the year round had their Christmas
ewtm in the lake. Silver medals were
presented to several among the bath-
ers who had not missed a single day
during the previous year. The pre-
vailing distress among the unemploy-
ed brought forth an unusual number
of charitable dinners in all sections
of London, especially In the East End.

A severe gale swept the north coast
of Great Britain and caused consider-
able damage to shipping and water-
front property on the Clyde and the
Tyne.

SENDS A CHECK INSTEAD.

President Too Busy to Play Santa Clans
at Oyster Bay.

New York, Dec. 26. For the second
time In 15 years, says a Press dis-

patch from Oyster Bay, President
Roosevelt did not act as Kris Kringle
in person at the Cove Bchool, where
bla children were taught prior to his
elevation to the head of the Nation.
Last year the President could not
spare the time to come here, and this
year events have been pressing too
fast about him to admit of his coming.

Some days ago Mr. Roosevelt sent
a little slip of paper bearing his au-

tograph, which enabled the principal
to deal more liberally with her charg-
es than she had been able to do be-
fore. The sleds, games and dolls
were more costly than usual and the
candles in greater quantity. There
were two tree Instead of one. and
Miss Provost, the principal, read a
letter from President Roosevelt tell-
ing the boys and girls how sorry he
was that he could not be with them.

A telegram was sent to the Presi-
dent telling him how much the chil-
dren appreciated his gifts and wish-
ing him many more years in his pres-
ent position.

Death ot CoL Lockwood.

New York, Dec. 27. Colonel Henry
Clay Lockwood la dead, In Bellevue
Hospital, of a short illness. He was
63 years old. Colonel Lockwood was
educated for the bar, and enlisted In
1862 In the Union Army. He was bre-
veted Major for gallantry" at the
storming of Fort Fisher.

He was the author of "The Aboli
tion of the Presidency," In which he
advocated a plural executive, to be
known as the Executive Council,
which should be Shosea In joint ses
sion by the two houses cTSJongress,
and several other works.

Victoria, B. C, Dec. 27. According
to advices received from Honolulu,
the British cruiser Sherwater has left
here for Pltcairn and other southeast
islands, and will make a search for
the mutineers who left the ship Lei-

cester Castle after shooting the cap-
tain and killing Second Mate Dixon.
The mutiny occurred 300 miles from
Pltcairn and it was believed that the
mutineers might reach that island, if
they did not perish at sea.

in five feet of his home, and froze to
death last night. Plydeli lived all
alone in a little house near the har
bor front, where he conducted a con
fectlonery and cigar store.

tlon on the second riav. th r.vi..- - i ww vvutObeing left until Dutrifaetlnn t in ,
fore the survivors Dashed them tntn
the sea. Several started to drink salt
water, and. maddened hv
jumped overboard.

On the third night a steamer was
sighted. and the shipwrecked peopleshouted. The vessel lowereit a. hnn
but It did not find the raft in the dark,ness. and the steamer proceeded leav-
ing the unfortunates to their fate.

It was that nfght that the hlnorf.tot.
ting commenced. After the stew-
ardess, weakened from loss of blood,had died in the arms of the second
steward, he began to rave and a few
minutes later lowered
the raft, singing a hymn as he went

finally, tour days after they left
the wreck. H. M. S enenfn fnnnd th.
drifting raft and saved the few re-
maining survivors.

AT LEAST TEN DEAD.

List of Victims of Trinidad Train Wreck
Growing Larger.

Develop-ments Indicate that the wreck on the
Colorado & Southern Railroad Justoutside of this city last night, which
was caused by a collision between a
merchandise freight train and a heavily-loa-

ded coal train, was the most dis-
astrous in the history, of the road
where freight trains alone were con-
cerned.

has It that several more bodies wit
be unearthed before the wreckage Is
cleared away.

Two unidentified bodies are exposed
to view but have not yet been remov-
ed from the wreckage.

It is feared that several miner",
who were supposed to be riding on
the coal train and were on the way
to Trinidad to spend Christmas, are
under the debris. Information receiv-
ed by friends of different people resid-
ing In this city was to the effect that
they would be In Trinidad today and
and It Is learned that men were feen
boarding the coal train at Hastings.
Ludlow, Walsenburg and Agultar as
it pulled through. As they Daid no
fare there is no record of how manv
there were on the t'aln, if any.
