The Vacation ot a
connection between the great oceans is
a question that does not affect to any
great degree shipping between North
Atlantic and Southern Pacific porta,
but when the saving In time between
Atlantic and gulf points aud Central
and North American coast cities and In

shipments to Asia are considered, the
advantages of the northern route are
striking.

From Panama to Sallna Crua the dis-
tance la 1,903 miles, which Is a clear
saving for freight to northern ports
shipped via Tebuantepec The saving
will be made upon all shipments to
Central American porta, varying in
Importance from 4W miles to Junta
Arenas, Costa Rica, to 1.002 mile to
San Jose de Gautemala. From Sallna
Crua to San Francisco the distance is
only 2,170 miles, and shipments to
the Orient will save over 1,000 miles
by the use of the Mexican rail transfer
to the Pacific In preference to going
through a Panama canal. It la a
fact not generally known that from
New Orleans to San Francisco by the
Mexican Isthmus it is 100 mliea shorter
than by the line ot the Southern Pa-
cific Railway. With such shipping
faculties as It la intended to establish
the Mexican short cut serosa the back
bone of the continent will doubtless
divert much commerce from all-ra- il

lines. It will from the start furnish
an attractive route for the growing
export cotton trade of the Southern
American States to the Orient, and
It will at once become a powerful fac-
tor in the development of Mexico's
