At Allentown Clin-
ton suddenly turned to the right by a
road leading through Ireehold to San-
dy Hook. The evening of June 27
found the main body of the British en-
camped at Monmouth Courthouse, In
the town of Freehold, while the Amer-
fcan advance, under Maj. Gen. Lee,
was five mliles away.

Early on the 28th Lee engaged the
rear diviglon of the enemy, his orders
being to bold It In check unill the
maln boedy should come up. The Amer-
feans were successful at first, but the
charges of the Britlsh regulars soon
threw them Into confusion and they
began a disorderly retreat In which
thelr commander partieipated. Whash-
Ington, coming up with the maln body
of troops, beheld Lee's fiylug men, The
face of the Amerlean commander-in-
chlef flugshed angrily, as he spurred
his horse through the demorallzed
troops to Lee's glde. Bternly be re
buked the commander, and then, rally-
ing the ‘fugitives, hastened back to
bring up the maln body.

Washington succeeded in placing his
troops on an eminence In a favorable
position and soon waos turning defeat
into vletory. The Britlsh made an In-
effectunl attempt to turn the Ameri-
ean left wing and then turned thelr at-
tention to the right, where they were
algo repulsed.
