ELECT _RICI‘I'Y IN WARFARE
It Is Widely Used In the Fortifications
Along the Cosat,

An Interosting instance of the rapid
extension of the use of electricity s
furnished by the fortifications distrib-
uted mlong our coast. A few years
ago the electric light was introduced,
to add to the comfort of the garrisons
and o provide better lllumination of
the works, Once a generating plant |
had been Installed there was at hand
a supply of power in a couvenlent
and easily controllable form, and this
led to Its ase for purposes which were
not contemplated at the time the plant |
was installed. Electrle fans bave been
put in to make the living quarters
more comfortable In hot weather, and
electric motors bhave been sdopted for
training the guns, a class of work for
which they are particularly well adapt-
ed.  Motors are used to drive the am-
munition bolsts and to do other work
which before bad elther been doune by
hand or some less satisfactory power.
Searchlights have been installed. en-
abling a fortiflcation to sweep the sea |
at night. The various posts of the
fortress are counected together by tel-
ephione, so that the commandant 1s In

ders to any point. The various fortifi-
cations along the coast are tied to-

point. By means of wireless telegra-
phy a fortification can be kept in touch
with the scouting vessels, and would
be informed of the approach of the
enemy long before he Is vislble from
the coast. The telnutograph may be
brought Into service for transmitting
orders, and electrie signaling lights
are replacing the older types. Electric
lights are used for rangefinder cross-
hairs, for lighting the rapgefinder sta-
tlon, and electric clock clreults fur-
nish accurate time to all parts of the
fortification. To Insure the continulty
of these manifold services accumula-
tors are now [nstalled, so there will
at all times be a constant and rellable
supply of power. Thus, from being
at first a small auxiliary, the electrical
equipment has extended until It ia
now probably the most important part
of the entlre equipment of the fortress.
—S8cientific American.

Photographic plates
placed in the vicinity of radlum are al-
most Instautly affected if no screen In-
tercepts the rays; with sereens, the ac-
tlon Is slower, but It stlll takes place
through very thick ones If the ex-
posure 18 sufficlently long. Radium can
therefore be used In the productlon of
rudiographs.—Century.
