MEASURING THE EARTH

Hecent Appliancea Used in the Beience
Geodeny.

The science of geodesy Is making
rapld strides along the line of mceur-
acy and there is not much left to be
perfected In the way of method, says
the Philadelphia Record The allim-
portant problem of modern as well as
anclent geodesy, of course, s the
mensurement of the dimensions of the
earth, which enters into all practical
work of surveying, navigation and ter-
restrinl physics. The International
Geodetic Assoclation several years ago
undertook the problem, the different
dations having agreed to contribute
thelr share toward an accurate deter-
mination., As has already been record-
ed, the determination was undertaken
In Ecuador, in 1001, and extended
from the Colomblan to the Peruvian
frontler, and every possible refinement
to attaln the maximum degree of ac-
curacy was adopted. The greatest dif-
ficulty 1s to secure an accurate base
line,” which is complicated by so ap
parently trivial a thing as the expan-
slon of the meastiring medium.
