ENGLISH GOLD LEAF.

Th Reason lta Manufacturer Tack
It iu Bible.

"James," aatd the English gold man-

ufacturer, "we are hout of Bibles. Go
downtown aud buy alx dozen."

James In due course returned with
the Bibles lu a handcart. They were
taken from hi m by three men, their
covers were torn off, aud the pages
were trimmed with sharp knives down
to a certain small size. Then these
little reduced papers were sewed to-

gether into a multitude of small books.
The small books were distributed

among the hands, and in them the
firm's output of gold leaf was packed

betweeu every two Biblical leaves a
leaf of gold.

"It eeema Irreverent, not to aay sac-

rilegious, I know," said the head of
the firm, "but we halwaya do so. We
have done so for generations. Gold
leaf Is hnl ways put on the market in
little books made of Bibles.

"Why? I'll tell you why. Gold leaf
must be packed betweeu Tinted in-

stead of plain pages, for the reason
tnat It would slip out of plain pages,
which are too smooth for it, whereas
the Indentations made by the types on
the printed pages are Just sufflclem.
to hold the leaf, In place firmly. That's
why printed pages are used.

"We choose among all printed pages
Bible ones, for the reason that the Bi-

ble is the best printed book
The type is more evenly set and the
printing ia finer than in any other
work, and we need the best typeset-
ting and printing in our business, you
know, for any roughness or uneven-nes- s

is apt to tear the gold leaf.
That's why all English gold leaf is

packed in Bibles. . It'a a necessary
thing to do, but all the same I've of-

ten wondered that the churches 'ave
never gotten after ua gold leaf manu-
facturers for our hlrreverence." Lon-
