tWtional Frying Pan.
The sectional cooker that made its

sppcarance In various forms during tbe
past few years shows that a demand
exists In the household for economy of
room and fuel in the culinary opera-
tions. I'erbsps tbe Introduction of the
gas stove, with Its limited number of
luiruiir. bus emphasised the necessity.
The device here shown possesses the
same feature and merits. A frying psn
In wblcb two operation can be conduct
ed at the same time ahould be a great
boon to the restaurant order cook, aa
well as to the divinity that presides in
the kitchen of tbe smallest household.
It means that tbe meal can be hasten

aKCTioif al fgri.ia FA.
ed, that It can be amplified In variety
without much additional labor, and
besides saving time In the cooking. It
means less fuel, when gas Is used, and
one loss pan to be cleaned. In the mod-

ern household where the pots and pans
are kept scrupulously bright and clean,
the latter saving is by no means the
least desirable feature of tbe device.

Voaet Saddle of Veniaon.
Itub the saddle well with melted

butter and wrap In brown paper, but-

tering tbls also. Cook In a covered
roaster with a little water In the bot
tom of the pan. Allow at least twen
ty minutes' roasting to every pound of
the Tenlson. Hslf an hour before the
meat Is done take off the paper and
baste the meat every ten minutes that
It remains In the oven, addling n little
melted currant Jelly to the butter Id
the pan. At tbe end of half an hour
lay the meat on a heated platter and
keep hot while you add to the gravy
left In the pan nutmeg, salt, pepper,
two tablespoonfuls of butter ami the
same quantity of currant Jelly. When
tbe Jelly Is melted pour the sauce In
a gravy boat and send to the table.

Casta rd Cake.
First line a plain mould with a little

Jelly, and decorate It with thin strips
of citron and preserved cherries; melt
two ounces of best gelatine In a gill of
cold water, then sur Into a pint of cus-

tard made of milk and eggs; sweeten
all to taste and flavor with essence of
lemon; whip oi'e gill of aweet cream to
a stiff froth and add to the custard
gradually; afterward stir In half an
ounce of citron, chopped small; crum-
ble enough sponge cake to make a pint
and add to tbe above, then pour Into
tbe aoould; when the cake Is cold and
sot, tutut out and serve. If you wish,
ndd twe otmoee of chopped almonds te
the custard they are an improvement

Try stoamlng
fowls instead of boiling; you will find
that the meat is always tender, the full
benefit of the fowl is kept, and It bna a
very delicate flavor.

Donchanta.
Cream together a cup of sugar and

a half-cu- p of butter, add a cup of milk,
two beaten eggs, a tablespoonful of
cinnamon and nutmeg, mixed, and two
cups of prepared flour. Add enough
flour to make a soft dough, roll out
and cut into shapes with a cutter. Cook
to a golden brown In deep, boiling fat
