The work can be much
more oaslly "done If the following de
vice s uwsed: Make a loader by using
a twodneh pinnk ten feet long with
cleats of inch stnff nalled on one slde
at ahort Intervals, At one end nail a
cleat on the under side, which will be
three Inches wider than the board on
each side. Tle smull ropes to thiz cleat
and with them fasten the rack to the
back part of the wagon ek, the lower
end of the plank-rack resting on the
ground,
