New Delingquent Tax Law.

According to a law enacted by
the state legislature, property is
subject to rale for taxes after
being delinquent for six months.
An extract from said law reads
as follows; “Any day after the
expiration of six months, after
the taxes charged against real
property are delinquent, the tax
collector shall have the right, and
it shall be his duty, upon demand
and payment of the taxes, peu-
alty and interest, to make out
and issue a certificate or certifi-
cates of delinquency against such
property.”” These certificates
may draw interest at the rate of
15 per cent per annum, Itis ad-
visable for all real property
owners to see that their taxes
are paid in full before they be-
come six months delinquent as
they may be paid by and a certifi-
cate issued to any person who may
wish to take them up. This
would have the same effect as a
lien or judgment against the
property.
