THE HEAD HUNTERS.

Uncanny Trophles That Are Cherished
by the Dyaks.

The head bunting propensitles of
the Dyaks are well known to the stu-
dents of ethoology. The leading
thought In the laking of heads Is the
idea that the congueror could secure
the “soul” of the conquered and add it
to his ~wn, Increasing thereby his
cournge “od strength and consequent-
Iy his reputation as & bero as long as
the head of the vietim remalned In
his possession. It Is therefore the
custom of the people after battle to
wrap the seversed beads In a loose
crate of mttan and smoke them over
a fire of damp wood and leaves, Then
they bang the ghastly trophles In the
bouses in bundles having an uncanny
resemblance %o gigantie clusters of
grapes, each head forming a berry.
These war trophles are considered by
the Dyaks thelr most sacred posses-
slons and are guarded with the ut-
most jealousy and vigllance. Thelr
loss would mean not only a considera-
ble decrease of personal prestige, but
nlso the loss of a part of the "soul"—
that Is, of courage and strength.

I bave often bad the guestionable
priviiege of sittlng under the bundles
of beads in the Dyak houses ns the
seat of honor and of examlining them
closely, Anakodsn Unsang, who claim-
