Aiding Dry-Land Farmers.

The Department of Agricul-
ture and the Interior Department
have agreed to establish and
equip an experiment farm on the
Umatilla irrigation project to
assist farmers in properly devel-
oping their land. The Washing-
ton dispatch bringing the news
of this proposed aid to the irri-
gators also says that Professor
Kerr has secured from the Agri-
cultural Department a promise
to co-operate with the state in
establishing an experiment sta-
tion for dry-land farming in Mor-
row, Gilliam or Sherman county.
While the methods of dry farm-
ing and irrigated farming are
vastly different, both have the
same end in view. The purpose
of each is to bring into a pro-
ductive state vast tracts of rich
land which at the present time
are non-productive. In many
localities it is absolutely neces-
sary that water be secured in
order to produce a crop, and,
even in other semi-arid localities,
water would greatly enhance the
value of the land.

But throughout the Pacific
Northwest there are vast tracts
of semi-arid land that, with
proper cultivation and a thorough
knowledge of the work on the
part of the farmer, can be made
to turn out very good crops with-
out the aid of irrigation., The
Oregon Agricultural College has
on its staff a number of dry
farming experts who have had
practical experience covering
many years in farming districts,
where the amount of natural
moisture was much less than it
is in the dry regions of the Paci-
fic Northwest, and where water
for irrigating purposes was un-
available. With an experimental
farm where practical demons-
trations of dry-farming methods
can be made, these experts can
do an inestimable amount of
good.

Irrigation, of course, where
the supply of water is ample,

* can be made the most certain
method of farming known, but
the dry farming lands east of
the Cascade Mountains have a
wonderful future, and in years
to come, when the science of
conservation of natural moisture
in the soil is thoroughly under-
gtood, surprising results will fol-
low. The Umatilla irrigation
experiment farm will prove of
great value to the state and to
the projects in adjoining states,

but its advantages cannot excel |

those which will follow a
thorough understanding of dry
farming in the Pacific North-
west. —Oregonian.
