Quantity of Silage For a Cow,

A cow welghing 1,000 pounds will
ronsme on W average abont thirty
pounds of corn slinge dally. Fifteen
pounds may be fed in the morning and
ffteen pounds in the evening. The al-
jownnee may be inercased or decrensed
i proportlon to the cow's weight and
Individunl noeds. Some cows welghlng
i thousand pounds require more sllage
than others of the same welght., It is
‘well to feed regulnrly, and It does not
muke much diference when the cows
are fed provided they are fod regular-
Iy. As n rale, we belleve it better to
feed sllage Immedintely after millking
in the worning rather than before. If
eare Is not exerclsed there Is some dan-
gor of the slinge talnting the milk
when fed st the time of milking. —
Honrd's Dalryman.

Qrowing Animale Need a Ration of
Grain and Warm Stalls.

Duriug the cold winter daye the colt
needs some gmin to keep him growing
and in good fesh. The older borses
may get (hrongh falrly well on rough-
Age, but they are not developing boue
and muscle ke the colt, Then they are
larger und naturally have more heat in
thelr bodles. The grolu given the coit
should be grouud so thot be cno thor-
ougbly mosticate It upd get all the
nourishment it containe. He should be
fod lu good, tight troughs so that he
will be certaln to got all of it. Alw
be vewds to be shut away from oider
nulmnls while eatlng so they will not
steal his dally ratlon. Oats apd corn
ground together wuke a splendid feed
Oue-fourth oats asd three-fourths corn
s nbout the proper proportion for win-
ler fesd

Then the colt should have good shel-
ter from the storms. The old borse
muy siusd Lbe sleet and snow and
mits und bitlng winds, but the colt
will soon become pinched, and be needs
a goud worm stall where he will be
protected from the furlous wetither.
