Lord Rhondda, the food controller of
England, speaking in London Thursday,
said he hoped in April to be able to
give those engaged in hard physical
labor an increased meat ration of 50
per cent and those engaged in very
hard physical labor double the ordinary
ration.

According to a dispatch from Zurich,
the German Socialist newepaper Vor-
waerts says the scandal in Germany
connected with graft at the Daimler
munitions factory, which the budget

committee of the Reichatag is investi- |

gating, has caused a veritable panic in
the Berlin stock exchange.

A member of the Mexican bandit
gang which raided the East ranch near
Laredo, Texas, last Thursday night,
was captured by Mexican authorities
near Guerrero, opposite Zapata, and
confessed, declaring that all the ban-
dits were Mexicans, organized and
equipped on the American side of the
Rio Grande.

The American forces northwest of
Toul carried out an important raid on
the German lines Monday night. The
artillery preparation lasted 45 min-
utes, and the Americans entered the
German defenses as far as the second
line, They found a number of Ger-
man dead from shell fire and some of
those who were retreating were shot
down.

Odessa had fled to Sebastopol.

| Nikolayev, about 40 miles north-
west of Kherson, on the Bug

approaches to the city are strongly
fortified. Its population is about
100,000,

Nikolayev lies about 70 miles north-
east of Odessa, and is reported to be
Russia’s great wheat-storing center,
An American grain expert, who re-
turned recently from that area, said
that the storehouses of Nikolayev con-
tained 5,000,000 bushels of wheat.

ORGANIZE GERMAN CAPTIVES

Germans Mobilize Prisoners Into Two
Full Army Corps.

Tokio—It is reported that the Ger-

mans are trying to organized two army
corps of German war prisoners in|
Russia. One corps, it is said, is being |
| secretly organized at Irkutsk, Siberia, |

Two cavalry corps also are being
| formed.
Tokio—Premier Terauchi and Fore-

ign Minister Motono told parliament
Monday nothing had been decided upon |
with reference to the Siberian situa-
| tion.
The military situation has reached a |
state of perfected pareparedness.
Sunday night the Seiyukai (constitu-
tional) party, the largest in the diet,
held a conference and reaffirmed its
| position taken at a recent meeting in
opposition to immediate mobilization.
The press is almost unanimous in urg-
ing mobilization. The Ashai Shimbun |
{and the Yorodzv Choho say they are|
unable to understand America's ‘‘ex-
cessive generosity’’ toward Russia,
now giving supplies to Germany and
imperiling the stores in Vladivostok.
Suspicions in regard to Japan weak-
en the allies, they assert, adding that
it is Japan’s duty to work in the in-

terests of peace and humanity by as-
sisting to crush Germany. The Ko-|
kumin Shimbun issued a call to arms, |

gsaying that America is gincerely
friendly, but mistaken

The Ashahi Shimbun, of Osaka,
| voices the opinion widely held among

the middle classes that extensive mo-
bilization would create acute distress
industrially and in regard to the food
supplies.

London—The evacuation of Petro-
grad has been completed, according to
a Reuter dispatch from that city, quot-
ing an official communication.

None of the population will be per-
mitted to leave the city hereafter and,
in order to make certain that the order
is obeyed, all passenger train service
has been suspended.

The council of commissaries of ‘‘the
commune of Petrograd,’’ which will be
the official designation of Petrograd
and surrounding district in the future,
has authorized the reappearance of so-
called bourgeoise newspapers, which
had been suppressed since the begin-
ning of the German offensive.

Austrian Strikes Spread.

Amsterdam Strikes are again in
progress in Austria and Hungary and
are spreading rapidly, according to re-
ports appearing in German newspa-
pers. A Vienna dispatel to the Weser
Zeitung, of Bremen, dated Friday,

PEACE I'REATY IS RATIFIED

Final Action Taken hy Bolsheviki to
Make Peace With Germany.

Moscow—The all-Russian econgress
of soviets has ratified the peace agree-

ity.

A Bolshevik resolution approving
the acts of the government of the
workmen's and soldiers’ delegates and
peace delegation, and ecalling
for organization of the defense of the
country by the creation of a national
army of both sexes was passed after
Lenine's restoration of peace among
the warring factions and hie statement
that this action was the only way out,
intimating that the treaty might be
broken under changed circumstances,

The opposition, notably the Social
left, made a
valiant but futile effort to prevent the
acceptance of the treaty, which was
characterized by the minister of jus-

tice as being ‘‘anti-revolution and
anti-socialistic.”’
He said that the Social HRevolution-

ary party repudiated the responsibility
for the acceptance of the treaty, would
resign from the government and devote
all itsa power and 4nfluence to the or-
ganization of armed resistance to Ger-
man imperialism.
