The W ealth of the U kraine
T he s ta te s  of Ohio, Indiana, Illinois, 

M ichigan, and W isconsin have a com­
bined a rea  about equal to tha t of the 
new U krain ian  Republic. P u tting  It 
in ano ther way, U kralnia, according to 
a native w riter, is as large as the 
G erm an em pire w ith the s ta te  of Illi­
nois annexed.

Mere area  in itse lf signifies little, 
but the ex ten t of land surface com­
prised w ithin the lim its of the new 
republic of U krain ia contains the most 
fertile  p a rts  of the old R ussian empire. 
I t is known as the  “ Black E arth  B elt” 
and has been not only the  g ranary  of 
R ussia bu t the  g rea te s t g ranary  of 
easte rn  Europe. In 1914 one-third of 
R ussia 's  to ta l farm  products came 
from  th is  “Black E arth  Belt,” which 
is really  R ussia’s w heat belt. U krainia 
produces 80 per cen t of R ussia’s crude 
sugar and 59 per cen t of her refined 
sugar. The tobacco production of the 
region is re la tively  as large as th a t of 
sugar. T he U krain ian  supplies about 
50 per cen t of the Russian live-stock 
output.

N ot oniy is the  U kraine a great 
source of ag ricu ltu ra l w ealth, bu t in 
m ineral resources it  has been to Rus­
sia  w hat the  no rth ern  provinces of 
F rance, now overrun  by the  Germans, 
have been to th a t republic. Of coal, 
it  has produced 70 per cen t of th e  to tal 
R ussian  product, an equivalent pro­
portion of pig iron, and of steel nearly  
as much. M anganese, m ercury, pe­
troleum , peat, phosphorite, and kaolin 
a re  o ther im portan t m ineral products 
of the U kraine.—From  “The U rainian 
R epublic,” in the  Am erican Review of 
Reviews fo r M arch, 1918.

There is no foundation for the alleged 
violations of law  attributed to our Com­
pany by agents of the Federal Trade 
Commission and I want to say emphatic­
ally that Swift & Company is not a party to 
any conspiracy to defraud the Govern­
ment. Nor has Swift & Company been 
guilty of improperly storing foods or of 
making false entries or reports.

Conferences of packers, where prices 
have been discussed, have been held at 
the urgent request and in the presence 
of representatives of either the Food 
Administration or the Council of National 
Defense. And yet the packers have been 
accused of committing a felony by acting 
in collusion on Government bids I

W e have done our best, with o ther 
packers, large and small, to comply with 
the directions of the United States Food 
Administration in all particulars, including 
the furnishing of food supplies for the U. S. 
Army and Navy and the Allies, now be­
ing handled through the Food Adminis­
tration. '

We will continue to do our utm ost,un­
der Government direction, to increase our 
production and assist the Food Adminis­
tration, W e  consider that the opportunity 
to co-operate whole-heartedly and to our 
fullest powers with this branch of the 
Government is our plain and most press­
ing duty.

The Trade Commission Attorney has, 
by false inference and misplaced empha­
sis, given to disconnected portions or the 
correspondence taken from our private 
files and read into the Record, a false and 
sinister meaning with the plain purpose 
of creating antagonistic public opinion.

The services of the packers of the
United States are most urgently needed, 
and I regret exceedingly that we should at 
this time have to spend our efforts in 
defending ourselves against unfounded, 
unproved, and unfair assertions such as 
are being daily made public.
