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WITHDREW FROM MANILA.

Insurgents Generslly Complying With
Otls" Order,

Washington, Sept. i7.—General Otis
has eabled the war department as fol-
lows:

“Manila, Sept. 17.—Affairs are
much more satisfactory. Our demands
for the withdrawal of the insurgent
forces were complied with, and all were
withdrawn or are withdrawing today
except small forces in the outlying dis-
tricts, which are not obeying the in-
surgent leader. Aguinaldo requests a
few days in which to withdraw them
by detachments, and punish their com-
manding officers. 2,000
already withdrawn. No concessions
have been granted the insurgents, but
gtrict compliance with the demands of
the Sth inst. has been exacted.

“Manila is quiet and business is pro-
gressing favorably. Nodifficulty is an-
ticipated. We have been compelled to
confine Spanish prisoners temporarily
within the limits of the walled city."’
