Uses of Salt,

For stalns on the hands nothing 1s
better than a little salt, with enough
lemon julce to molsten It, rubbed on
the spots, and then washed off In clear
water.

Strong brine may be used to ad-
vantage In washing bedsteads. Hot
alum water is also good for this pur-
pose.

In a basin of water, salt, of course,
falls to the bottom; so never soak salt
fish with the skin down, as the salt
will fall to the skin and remain there.

If a chimney or flue catch fire, close
all the windows and doors first, then

exclude the air, throw coarse salt down
the flue.

For weeds In pavements or gravel
walks, make a strong brine of coarse
salt and boiling water; but the brine
in a sprinkling can and water the
weeds thoroughly, belng eareful not to
let any of the brine get on the grass,

Oanse of the Kettle's Song.
