Rock Island Road Adopts a Smmoke-Con-
sumer for Their Engines.

The Rock Island Railroad bas estab-
lished a precedent in the West by
equipping their engines with smoke-con-
sumers, which entirely do away with
the heavy volume of black smoke
which ie #o disagreeable to passengers.
This experiment has been thoroughly
tested during the past few months, on
their Colorado Flyer, and has proved
to be such a euccess that the Rock
Island has adopted it over its entlre
system, and, as soon as possible, all of
their engines will be equipped with
this new device and immediately be
put back into service.

This smokeless firing, as it is porper-
Iy called, will be valuable to both pa-
tron and the road. To the patron it
does away with the black, rooty smoke
and cindere, thus adding much to the
pleasure of traveling; and, to the road,
it is a saving in fuel as well as making
the appearance and equiment ot the
train up to date. The good results
from this new equipment are unlimit-
ed and everything is favorable and for
the best interests of all, To make this
smokeless firing a success, two things
are necessary; the equipment of the
engine with the proper apparatus neces-
sary to consume the hydrocarbons,

jthrown off from the coal, and the

thorough training of engineer and fire-
man in the manner of firing and the
best methods of
times in order to obtain the desired re-
sults,

The manner of equipment is briefly
as follows: In the fire box of the en-
gine is built a hollow brick arch. Be-
low thie and about a foot above the
grates are bored four holes in the sides
of the fire box. In each of these holes
i# inserted a Sharp’s patent deflecting
air tube, connecting with the hollow
arch. Through these tubes the out-
side air is drawn in and, after being
heated, ie allowed to mix with the un-
consumed gasses or hydrocarbons. By
this mixing the gasses are transferred
nto a perlect state of combustion and
in this state they are consumed, and
thoroughly disposed of, thus prevent-
ing them from being forced out into
the air as is the case today on nearly
every railroad in the United States.
