They
were claimed by defendants, to be
within the overlapping limits of the
grant to the Northern Pacific Rail-
road Company. Judge Gilbert de-
cided in fuvor of the settlers, but
was reversed by the Court of Ap-
peals in San Francisco, and now
that court is sustained by the U. S.
supreme court.
Summary of the Facts.

By an Act approved July 2, 1864,
congress granted to the Northern
Pacific Railroad Co., to aid in the
construction of a railroad from
Lake Superior to Puget Sound,
with a branch, via the Columbia
River, to Portland, by the most
cligible route, every alternate odd
rection of public land, not mineral,
to the amount of twont\ alte rn ate

rections to the mile on each side of
faid read through the territories of
the United States, andten alternate
sections a mile on each side of said
road whenever it passed through a
state, and whenever on the line
thereof the United States had full
title not reserved, sold, or granted,
or otherwise ap prnprutn] and free
from pre-emption or other claims
or rights at the time the line of said
road II.UUTJ be definitelv fixed and
the plat thereof filed in the office of
the Commissioner of the General
Land Office.

On March 16, 1865, the then sec-
retary of the Interior, received from
Josiah Perham, the the: n president
of the Northern Pacific Railroad
Company, a map, known as_the
Perham raap, Which purported to
he a map of the main line of the
Northern Pacific Railroad Com-
pany from Lake Superior to Puget
Sound; but it is claimed that said
map was not accepted or filed by
the Secretary of the lr‘urlnr not
being in accordance with the laws
of the U. S. and the regi ll.l!li)n-l of
the Land Department; and same
was rejected.

On the 25th day of February,
1867, congress passed, and the presi-
dent approved an Act granting to
the State of Oregon, to aid in the
construction of a wagon road from
Dalles City, on the Columbia river,
to a peint on Snake river opposite
fort Boise, in Idaho Territory, the
alte

On October 20, 1868, the legisla-
