From the emery wneel the plate goes 
to the sm oothing scone, which is also  
set to turn horizontally. The sm ooth­
ing stone, which is of an extrem ely  
fine sandstone, is made with Its upper 
surface that against which the glass is 
brought very slightly convex This 
stone 1» finished perfectly smooth and 
it !» so fine grained that to the touch it 
seem» alm ost to be polished. A tiny 
stream of water, enough to keep tlie 
face of the »tone wet, is made to 
trickle down upon it and the glass is 
held to this wheel Just as It was to the 
other», and here the beveled edge is 
brought down to a smooth surface, but 
not polished The plate goes then to a 
jiolishing wheel made of wood and set 
to turn vertically; the bevel edge of the 
glass is held against the edge or face of 
this wooden wheel as It rapidly re- 
ro vea. T h efaceot the wheel Is kept wet 
and constantly supplied with pulveris­
ed stone. Upon tills wheel tlie beveled 
edge gets it first polish. The glass 
then takes the fiual step in the beveling 
process. It goes to another wheei. also 
of wood, and also earning vertically, 
whose face Is of fe lt  The face of this 
wheel a iso Is kept wet and it Is suppli­
ed with a line polishing metertal railed 
from its color, rouge Here, as at the 
first polisblug wneel, the g a<s Is hei 1 
with the Isnel against the edge, or face 
of the wheel.

A new dredge for use on the Volga 
river. In Russia, has just been built and 
Is constructed In two parts so as to 
pass through the canal system  leading 
from the Baltic. Each half is 21« feet 
long, 3*4 f»*t wide aud 9 feet deep, and 
each half “an be operated separately, 
making a bottom cut «2 feet wide. The 
dredge has steel hulls and is propelled 
and controlled by electrical machinery 
of American manufacture. Steam is 
generated by American boiler» fired 
with naphtha.

In the Bay of Plenty. New Zealand.
Is one of the most extraordinary Isl­
ands in the world. It Is called White 
Island, hnd consists mainly of sulphur 
mixed with gy psum aud a few other 
minerals. Over the island, which Is 
about three miles In circumference, and 
which rises between 800 and 300 feet 
above the sea. floats continually an 
Immense cloud of vapor attaining an 
elevation of 10,(X)0 feet In the center 
Is a boiling lake of acid-charged water, 
covering fifty acres, and surrounded 
with blow-holes from which steam aud 
sulphurous fum es are emitted with  
great force aud aolse. With care a 
boat can be navigated on the lake. The 
sulphur from W hite Island Is very pure, 
but little effort has yet been made to 
procure tt system atically.

Young long-leaf pines according to 
Mr. Plnchot of the Department of Agri­
culture, protect them selves against for­
est fires lu a most Interesting and re­
markable manner. For foui or five 
years the stem s of the infant trees at­
tain a height of only as many inches assert that she was forced to marry, 
above tne soil. During this time their 
bark Is extraordinarily thick, and that 
aloue gives some protection 
addition, the long needles spring up 
above the stem, aud then bend over on 
all sides "in a green cascade which 
falls to the ground in a circle about the 
seedling.” This greeu barrier can with 
difficulty be made tc burn, while the 
shade that it casts prevents inflamma­
ble grass from growing near the pro­
tected stem. Mr. Plnchot thinks that lt 
Is ow ing to this peculiar system  of se lf­
protection which the pine seedlings 
have developed that the growth of ever­
green oaks In Florida has l»eeu restrict­
ed lu regions where fires have raged 
while our pine forests have takeu their 
place.
