lish parliament was attempting by law 
to make men Independent of the wiles I 
of vamping ladles. The law held 
vamps liable to the punishment ac­
corded witches, but there Isn’t any rec* 
ord that it succeeded in accomplish­
ing much.

The law, solemnly passed by parlia­
ment, is reprinted in Aromatics Maga- 
slne. It goes thus:

"That all women, of whatever age, 
rank, profession or degree, whether 
maids or widows, that shall, from and 
after such Act, impose upon and be­
tray into matrimony, any of his ma­
jesty’s subjects, by the use of scents, 
paints, cosmetic washes, artlfidal 
teeth, false hair, iron stays, hooks, 
high heeled shoes, bolstered hips, shall 
incur the penalty of the law in force 
against witchcraft and like misde­
meanors, and that the marriage, upon 
conviction, shall stand null and void.

In the century and a half since that 
law was passed, things have changed 
considerably. Not only do men enjoy 
the fragrance of good perfume about 
their womenfolk, but they are begin­
ning to use scent themselves.

• Many of the Anglo-Saxon race are 
prone to carry the impression that it 
Isn’t manly for one of the male sex 
to use perfume," says Aromatic» 
“Nevertheless, men are using more 
perfumes and cosmetics than in former 
jenrs and several manufacturers are 
successfully marketing lines of toilet 
preparations made especially for men.”

In general, the article says, men pre­
fer the simpler floral fragrances, such 
aw lilac, lavender, carnation and rose.

At that time his I 
father was confidential field man for j 
Paul Mohr, a millionaire mining cap- I 
italist of Spokane who was interest- I 
ed in opening the Columbia river to I 
barge and steamer service with port- I 
age for freight over short railroad I 
lines at Celilo Falls and the Cascades I 
of the Columbia river. It was Mohr’s 
idea to build short lines of railroads 
into the interior from the Columbia 
river to provide freight for the boat 
line and a paper was needéd for this 
purpose.

Gus Mohr, brother of Paul Mohr 
and county surveyor for Wasco coun­
ty for a number of years after 1894, 
made thè survey for a railroad from 
Biggs south to as far as Wasco for 
his brother. This later was built by 
E. E. Lytle and associates, using the 
field notes made by Gus Mohr after 
the panic of 1894 had taken a heavy 
toll from the Paul Mohr fortunes.

During our residence in Sherman 
county we have seen the county grow 
from its pioneer era into the present 
condition of modern highways, its 
market roads system, and the railroad 
that serves all its communities from 
north to south.

We have chronicled the family hap­
penings to some extent of nearly 
every family in Sherman county;

names of people in this county that 
are not familiar to the publisher of 
the Sherman County Observer. To 
these we must now say good bye, at 
least in a newspaper sense.
