Highway 97.
Wc read with considerable pleasure that the elate of- Califor- 

fornia ia going to bjjild a road to connect the southern end of Fed­
eral Highway No 97 with state highways in that stale. This will 
improve the through route from the Canadian to the Mexican line 
as the completion of the Satus road in Washington made a better 
connecting link at that end V

. It Is expected that these new connecting roads will be includ 
ed in thfe federal road and eventually make a federal road through 
the three states of the Pacific coast. When finished according to 
government specifications this will be one of the best highways in 
the entire country as is indicated by the type of road that is -built 
in Sherman county from Demoss to a few miles south of Grass Vai-

^if the entire length of the road is chosen with the intelligence 
shown when the engineers picked the Sherman county route from 
the Columbia river to the desert lands to the south it will be the 
best located road, as far as terrain is concerned, that is possible. 
Sherman county offered the best route for a north and south road 
from the Columbia to California east of the Cascades and was there­
for chosen by the government men who located the highway.

We have the easiest grade from the river and have fewer ^can­
yons to be crossed than on any other route. The road through this 
county has the best road bed in addition to low percentage grades 
and is at present traveled by the truck lines that haul from the 
Portland to the interior points south of us..
