Old Ironsides Viewed By Thousands
Of Curious, Questioning People

“How much of this ship is really
old?”, asked a lady of a blue clad
attendant on “Old Ironsides.” [

“Fifteen percent.” '

“Then they just try to make it
look old ™ the lady remarked.

“They did make it look old.” re-
torted the sailor with a greater show
of life than was customary for the
lads detailed to answer inmumerable
questions for what must seem to be
perpetually ignorant visitors.

It is said that all but 15 percent
of the wood of the old ship has been
replaced since the day it was launch-
ed, but that detail is not so impor-
tant for one part looks as old and
as true to its period as does another.

There are 44 guns on her, lined
along the sides on every deck. They
are muzzle loaders, just a round
chunk of tapered iron with a hole in
it. Near the breech is. a hinlnch
hole drilled from the top d to
the powder. They were fired with a
fuse. Heavy ropes stopped the re-
coil; leather buckets held the powdér.
Whalé oil lamps gave the light for
night work.

Like other sailing ships of the
eighteenth century the Constitution
looks taller than its length. The
masts rise far above the water and
are still covered with a mass of rig-
ging although a submarine chaser
now tows the old warrior from port
to port and thd sails are mnot used.
It must have given a shrill in its day
when its sails all swelled to 'the
breeze. The hull of the ship must
have looked as small and unimpor-
tant as the feet of a gull in flight.

The ship was built of heavy live
oak, yellow pine and cedar in Hartt's |
Shipyard, Boston, in 1794 to 1797

dmment. Instead of the usual 18
pound cannon she was equipped with
24 pounders and everything was done
to make her the very best fighting
ship possible. It was a naval unit
the entire country,—then more ship
wise than now,—could appreciate.

Appreciation became reverence
when in the war of 1812 Captain Hull
with the Constitution captured 20
British ships and established almost
singly a reputation for -American
naval strength. The crew named the
vessel “Old Ironsides” in honor of
the seasoned oak planks that with-
stood the fire of enemy guns.

When, after a cruise in the Medi-
terranean the navy decided to dis-
card the ship and sink it, the people
protested. “ Oliver Wendell Holmes
wrote the poem, “Old Ironsides.”
that every school child has learned
and the ship was placed in a navy
yard. A few months go it was re-
conditioned and started out on a trip
to the ports of the nation #o that all
curious might see her.

Now she is throngedwith visitors.
They tramp up and down the worn
decks, they examine the sample of
copper spike that Paul Revere made
to pin the ship together, they lean
over .the cases of relics of a century
ago, they comment on the old cos-
tumes, the old weapons the cat-a-
nine tails hanging on the brig, they
jest about the grog tub so handily
situated and they curse softly as they
bang their heads on the low timbers
on the lower decks. All apparently
without realization that here in this
old fashioned little ship men per-

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Preliminary organization of Sher-
man county as a part of a new farm
plan will be started next Tuesday eve-
ning, August 15, at a public meeting
at the court housc.

The meeting has been called by
Charles Smith, county agent for Mor-
row county and acting administrator
for Gilliam county but it is thought
that a director will be named by the
date of the meeting. Mr. Smith,
having organized two counties, is
familiar with the requirements of
the county allotment groups and will
be able to aid this county materially.

Steps toward organization will con-
sist of districting the county and ap-
pointment of an educational cam-
paign committee to inform growers
of the details of the plan. Delegates
from each district will be elected to
form the preliminary organization.
Only those who sign the application
for a wheat allotment eontract will
ba allowed to vote for delegates.

These applications for contracts are
not binding. If the contract does not
please the grower when it is finally
prepared he is not obliged to sign it.
What he is asked to sign now is
merely an application for a contract,
showing his interest in the plan and
intent to join if the contract is- sat-
isfactory.

The application is made up of
definitions of terms that clarify the
allotment plan and some of the mor2
important clauses of the contract are
also included. These stipulate. Th»
acreage reduction shall not be in ex-
cess of 20 percent; the government
will pay to the farmer in considera-
tion for this reduction ingl934 and
1985, a payment on the 1933 crop that
shall be not less than 28 cents per
bushel and if the “current average
farm price of wheat per bushel with
respect to the crop year 1934 is be-
low the wheat parity price there
shall be made to the producer an ad-
justment payment in respect to the
wheat crop for the crop year 1934,"
The same rule applies for 1985.

The county will be divided into dis-
tricts—the exact number is not
known—_and delegates from these
districts will elect a committee cof
three which will be known as the
county allotment committee. The en-
tire county organization will be
known as the Wheat Production Con-
trol Association and those who sigm
contracts will be members of it with
power to elect delegates and office: s.

There is a very limited time in
which to complete organization in
this county as payments are schedul-
ed to begin shortly after September
15, Although the organizers realize
the difficulty of holding a meeting in
harvest time they have no other al-

ternative as the time is so shast. l

County’s Need For Bank Is Shown By
Data of Committee

Tuesday a (_ielegstim of Sherman
countians were in Portland to pre-
sent to the First National Bank a
petition asking that a branch of tha:
ins.itution be established in this
county.

The petition was the result of work
done by the committee working un-
der R. C. Atwood that was appointed
a few weeks ago after interest in
new banking facilities was brought
to the fore. Members of the commit-
te having the petition signed were
Mr. Atwood, J. A. Butler, C. A, Tom,
Fred Picket, George Wilcox and A.
A Dunlap.

Information about the income of
the county as a unit and government
statistics about the production of
wheat in the county was givem the
bank. The county has raised an ave-
rage of 2,400,000 bushels of wheat
during the 1928-32 period and has
had an average income of $2,195,312
dunngthltt.mp. Thhgivnaw
capita income of over $737.00

The county’s position as regards
average wealth is higher than that of
any other county in the state, being
n]most three times the state average,
| accordmg' to the brief accompanying
| the petition.

The committee was assured that
the county would be given consider-
ation in the matter. No definite
promises were made regarding the
establishment of a bank here but an
examination of the county will be
started that may lead to favorable
action later.

The First National located a branch
in The Dalles this week.

Desgjite reports to the contrary no
plea was made for the location of the
bank in any town in the county. This
was in accordance with the aggre-
ment reached between business men
of the county at the first meeting.
The locating bank will make its own
decision in this matter.

There were slightly over 300 names
on the several petitions which is not
a large number. A fair representation
was on them, however. Farmers are
very busy at this time of year and
many of them didn’t sign the peti-
tionh, but practically every business
man had his name thereon.

A bank is almpst a necessity in this
county, especially during the
wheat selling period when wheat
checks must be cashed or deposited
so they can be broken up into smaller
amounts, With the new banking laws
making banking safer the inconven-
ience of a community doing without
a bank is not necessary and it is felt

good support in this county.
